FROM ST. CLAIR

Toronto, Aug. 24.—Seated in his 
chair before his office desk in room 30, 
on the third floor of the Canada. Per­
manent Building, the body of Mr. 
Alexander D. Leslie, Insurance broker, 
was found this morning about 9 
o’clock. He had shot himself through 
the head, and the revolver with which 
he had done so was still held in the 
right hand. Death must have occur­
red about 7 o’clock, as the body was 
quite cold when found.

Mr. Leslie's body was discovered by 
Mr. John Creighton, a solicitor in the 
office of Mr. R. G. Smythe, from whom 
Mr. Leslie sublet one room. Mr. Les­
lie lived at 138 Madison avenue, with

Mr. W. M. Douglas, K.C., who was a 
close personal friend of his.

Mr. Leslie was a nephew by mar 
riage of the late Col. John I. David­
son, and a brother of Mrs. R. O. Mc­
Culloch, of Galt, and also of Mrs. J. 
F. McGregor, of the same place. He 
did a fair business as an insurance 
broker, but. appeared to have private 
means, as he did not work very hard. 
He was an unusually handsome man, 
over six feet tall and -paid consider­
able attention to his personal appear- 
ance. His age is given as 44 years, 
but he looked a little older than that. 
He was a Scotchman and a widower, 
his wife having died about three 
years ago.

EPILEPTIC ESCAPES 
FROM LOCAL ASYLUI

RAILWAY TRAFFIC TODAY 
HAS BEEN VERY HEAVY[By Our Own Man.]

Sarnia. Aug. 24.—The St. Clair River 
gave up some of its dead last night 
and this morning, and the bodies of 
Alex. Stewart, a former Grand Trunk 
brakeman, of 426 Clinton street, To­
ronto, the young man who fell off 
the Huronic two weeks ago at the 
dock here, and of George Fralick, the 
Sarnia blacksmith, who met with a 
fearful death on Sunday last in the 
propellers of the steamer Joseph 
Butler, are at Phillips' undertaking 
rooms awaiting disposal.

Finding of Stewart.
Stewart's body was found by Mr. 

W. J. Constable near the Cleveland 
Mills last evening about 7 o'clock 
while out in his gasoline launch.

It was towed to Baker's wharf, when 
Chief Crawford took charge of the 
remains. Stewart’s nose was broken, 
his eyes were discolored, and there 
was a bad bruise on his temple. Dr. 
Bradley, the coroner, decided to hold 
an inquest. It is not known whether 
he met witii foul play, or whether he 
was struck by a boat.

Remains Identified.
Identification was made by several 

papers in his pocket. One was a 
membership card in Wellesley Court, 
I. O. F., with the address 426 Clinton 
street, on it.

There was also a Grand Trunk Rail­
way pass, and an application form for 
Northern Star Lodge, L. O. L., Toron­
to. A policy on the Canadian Railway 
Accident Company was also among 
the effects. Fifteen cents was all the 
money found on the body.

Seen Two Weeks Ago.
About two weeks ago, Stewart went 

into the barroom of the Chapman 
House, and asked the bartender, Alex. 
Sinclair, if he could leave his dinner 
pail there. He was granted permis­
sion, and went his way. Since that 
time he had not been seen until his 
body was found last evening. Today 
Chief Crawford took charge of the 
dinner pail. A meal, badly mildewed, 
was all that was found.

An Investigation.
Chief Crawford has continued his 

investigation into the drowning of 
Alex. Stewart, and he is now supposed 
to have fallen off the Huronic about 
two weeks ago. The bartender at the 
Chapman House thought it was about 
a week ago when Stewart called and 
left the dinner pail, but it now ap­
pears that it was the week previous. 
Stewart shipped on the Huronic as a 
sailor, but in some manner fell 
between the boat and the 
dock. The chief scouts the idea of 
foul play, and is now positive that the 
unknown man who fell overboard 
from the Huronic is the man Stewart 
whose body was found last night.

Resided in Toronto.
Inquiries at 426 Clinton street, To­

ronto, discovered that this was the 
residence, of Alex. Stewart, sen., Alex., 
the son, left Streetsville a week 
ago to go to Sarnia as fireman, and 
has not been seen since. Besides his 
parents, Stewart is survived by five 
brothers and two sisters. One bro­
ther, William, has not been heard from 
in two weeks. His whereabouts are 
not known.
