In 1875 the same right
was . exercised by the House in the
case of John Mitchell and the action taken
was that a person civilly *dead in the eye of
the law had been declared elected and a new
writ was issued. In the new election Mitchell
was again returned, but the House did not de-
clare his opponent elected. = It simply reiter-
ated its former decision and Mitchell’s oppo-
nent had to resort to the courts to gain his
seat. In the Kings County, P.E L, case in
1882, the Canadian-House did declare a cer-
tain persou elected. but in that case it was
claimed that one of the candidates was*dis-
qualified. That case was peculiar in that
both candidates were declared returned and
the House in examining into the qualification
of one of the candidates did not seek after
another candidate.

Thefirst break
came 1n the Ministerial ranks when Mr. Pat-
terson of Essex wasreached. After that there
was not a shiver until the clerk turned to the
Opposition side in search of stray Government
supporters who find a resting the
enemy. Alonzo Wright uplifted his huge
frameinthe House,and leaned forwardin breath-
less interest to see what Mr. Desélrdiml, who
sits nexi him, would do.
