Architects, builders, contractors, carpenters, 
plumbers, painters and all connected directly 
or Indirectly with the building industry have 
been interviewed for the purpose of ascertain­
ing the prospects for the ensuing season.

Architects complain that receut enquiries 
made by an evening paper and reported there­
in, were so distorted as to grossly misrepresent 
what some architects had said. The World 
having overcome the difficulties thus raised, 
the architects freely discussed tho building 
prospects for the season, apd the almost uni­
versal testimony is, that if there are no dis­
putes with the workirien CMS Will be a good 
séason. The high position Toronto architects 
have attained, secures for tlrom an ever-in­
creasing patronage in almost qll parts of Can­
ada, so that they are able to give particulars 
of the building trades in each province. They 
have in reality examined the trade all round, 
and declare it to be good.

Contractors and builders speak with some 
amount of reserve, ns there ,to aq uneasy reel­
ing in some quarters as to the steps some of 
the workmen who are not working under 
agreements may take. The unanimous opinion 
is that if any body of men connected with the 
building trade should resort to n strike, or even 
threaten one, then a number of projected build­
ings and alterations will not bo proceeded with, 
and so in place of a busy year It will be a dull 
one. It to claimed by the contractors that 
although the architects may be busy getting 
plans ready, yet the very threat of a strike 
would immediately decide intending builders 
to postpone the work until another and more 
settled period. Boss blumbers, pointers, etc., 
confirm this vièw of the case. Seeing 
how intimately tho workmen's and employers’ 
interests as well as those of the public are 
bound together, it seems strange to an out­
sider that all classes of workmen connected 
with the building trades do not federate like 
the employers, and then have a Joint concilia­
tion committee to arrange all differences. At 
present contractors have to Arrange separately, 
in many oases, with masons, bricklayers, 
laborers, carpenters, plumbers, plasterer*, lath­
ers, plasterers'laborers, pu in tors, etc. A good 
representative committee from employers and 
employed should be n>lo to arrange a working 
plan, by which all dijlEfences might be speedily 
settled.

Bad of McCullough v. Flchl-Jadgineul 
Agalusi Inspector Stephen.

In the Civil Asaiees yesterday the long 
drawn dnt slander cose of McCullough v. 
Field was concluded. After a two hours*.de­
liberation tlie jury brought in a verdict for the 
plaintiff for $1. Justice Street ordered the de­
fendant to pay full costs of both trials, amount­
ing to the tidy little snm of $2500.

McKay v. Stephen was an action for $1000 
damages for aUegod false arrest. The plaintiff 
is an hotelkeeper on Davenport-rood, and at 
one time was a member uf the city 
police force. On the night of Dec. 26 
last he drove up to Mrs. Wood's hotel. 
152 King-street went, leaving his horse on tho 
street, covered, so he claims, with a blanket. 
Whilst in the hotel Inspector Stephen came 
along and ordered McKay to take the horse 
away, claiming that the animal was suffering 
from the oold. McKay got into an argument 
with the Inspector, and the matter ended by 
the officer taking McKay into custody, 
plaintiff's witnesses were Sergeant Seymour 
and Policeman Robertson, who testified Mc­
Kay was sober when brought to the police 
elation. For tho defence, in addition to In­
spector Stephen, Messrs. Walker and Davison of 
the Toronto Observatory gave evidence as to 
the severity of ibe weather at tho time of the 
arrest. The jury returned a verdict for plain­
tiff for $100 and costs amounting to probably 
$250. Mr. N. G. Bigelow appeared for the 
plaintiff and Mr. Frank Galbraith for the dé­
tendant.
