Those people who pay balf a dollar a
box for strawberries are quite able to pay the
duty on imported Ameriean berries. which,
coming from the south, ripen eaclier than in
Canada. There is no hardship in making the
wealshy pay for'their luxuries, and the duty
on American fruits would be priucipally paid
by wealthy men.  The difference between
duty and ne duty to the Canadian fruit grow-
er is that, with duty, he gets 26 cents for a
partion of his strawberry crop, 10 cents for
another portion of it, and 5 cents for the re-
mainder; while, without duty, the American
gets the higher prices and the Canadian gets 5
cents for his entire crop. ' But duty or no
duty makes no difference whatever to the con-
sumer. The government will probably take
up this matter during the presens session.
