The Outcome of Some Unpieasant Oorre-
spondence About a Local Risk in the
Northwestern M: ic Aid A i
—Will the Company Put up a 850,000
Deposit with the Canadian Government?

Over 130 prominent —members of the
Masonic order in Toronto met in the reading-
room of the Rossin House last night in
answer to a circular sent out by Mr.
J. A. Stoddard, secretary of the North-
western Aid Association, whose headquarters
are at Chicago. About a month ago there
appeared in The World a couple of letters
which had been sent by Mr., Stoddard to a
Toronto mason, in which it was charged that
‘certain prominent masons of this city had
conspired to defraud the association out of
$5000,” the amount of a policy in the
association held by George M. Lynn, who
died in July last, two months after being
insured. ;

Mr, Stoddard’s letters were sent in reply

to the Toronto mason who had written to

Mr. Stoddard, stating that Lynn’s applica-

tion had been put. through by fraudulent

means, that he was dying at the time he was
passed, and charging that certain brethren
in Toronto were implicated in getting the
application of a dying man through. The

Toronto informant also threatened” to with-

draw from the association if it continued to

accept such risks, :

‘When these letters appeared in print the
Toronto masons who were insured in the
Northwestern became gréatly excited _over
the affair, and the subject has been #ctively
discussed in their ranks ever since. They
demanded that Bro. Stoddard should come
to Toronto and explain matters and up
his statements. that prominent brethren here
were implicated in a swindle on his associa-
tion. . ;

He dropped into town on Dec. 23 last, but
only remained three hours, promising to re~
turn after the holidays and meet the Toe
ronto brethren. This he did last night, It
can be ‘easily understood what interest is
taken in the affairs of this association when
it is stated that it carries over two millions
on the lives of Canadian masons.

In addition to this correspondence between
Bro. Stoddard and the Toronto mason, there
is another point at issue which is giving both
the association and its Canadian patrons
some concern.  The association, as its name
implies, was formed ostensibly to insure
the lives of masons only, butits United States
business of late includes non-masons. This
would, it is said, bring it within the purview
of the Canadian insurance laws and would
require a deposit of $50,000 with our Govern-
ment, as only- purely benevolent societies are
permitted to insure the lives of members
without the aforesaid deposit. The Masonic
Aid has never paid any kind of a license in
Canada, although it is known that for every
dollar it has paid out in Canadian risks it has
taken away ten. And still another point raised
was this: In case the Canadian Government,as
even it is alleged it has dons, notwithstand-
ing the statement of Mr. Stoddard to the
contrary, should demand this deposit and in
case of refusal it should be ordered- to with-
draw from the Dominion, would its Cana-
diap patrons be promct«i in’ their pelicies?

The gathering was quite an animated one,
lasting for over two hours.

“Toronto brother” in a few minutes, but
this expectation did not materialize, for he
was pressed with many pointed questions on
other matters.

He was first hardly pressed for the name
of the Toronto brother who had made the
charges of conspiracy against fellow-masons
in this city. The meeting insisted on the
name, and he said it was Bro. A. H. Dixon.
The letters, however, which this brother haa
written, Mr. Stoddard said, he- had left at
Chicago, and they could not be produced.

Bro. Stoddard furtier explained to the
meeting that he had written the lettersin a
burry, not thinking what he was doing. He
bad been greatly worried at the time with
family matters, and they were written
in an unthoughtful moment. He did
not wish to offend any of the
Toronto brethren, for - whom  he had
the greatest respect. If he had given any
offence he was prepared to make an ample
apology. The letters, he further explained,
were private and fraternal. Mr. ;Stoddard,
who 1s an elderly gentleman with gray hair
and beard, made this announcement with
apparent nervousness,

ro. Harry Collins then asked for some
explanation of the presence of prominent
Irish names on the Board of Directors, evi-
dently with the suspicion that they ‘were
Roman Catholics. v

Bro. Stoddard said the gentlemen in ques-
tion were 32° brothers. As to the
acceptance  of non-masons in the
United States the association had been
in the habit of accepting young men as risks,
on the supposition that they would eventual-
ly become masons.

The question of making a deposit with the
Dominion Government was then brought up.

retraction without effect, Mr, Davies
then challengod Mr, Stoddard to prove tbhat
he had done anything un-masonic while act-
ing as the Torouto agent.

He has committed
the United States irrevocably to an arbitra-
tion of the whole question, just as Lord Salis-
bury proposed, simply coyering his adoption
of Lord Salisbury’s proposal by formulating
his arguments into wfics for arbitration,
where Lord Salisbury formulated only the
issue.
