A Working Woman’s Compinint,

Editor World: Will you allow me space
for a few words on that subject which is so
interesting to us all just now, viz, Sunday
street cars. Iam a working woman, and
as a rule women who work for their daily
bread do not have much time to write let-
ters to the papers or to read what others
write, but it is a matter which has come so
pear home to me this summer that 1 have
made time to both read and write. I pass
my days ina factory in the city, and al-
though it is everything a factory ought to
be, and I have Lived in many cities not half
so pleasant as Toronto, still it is a city, and
when one’s day’s work is done it is hice to
get away into purer air. So, for that rea-
son, and because rent is cheap and things
generally more congenial 1 live outdide the
city limits. Not being able to take a holi-
day this year I decided to deyote my Sat-
urday afternoons to reereation. The first
warm, summery one that came my little
son and I started for Island Park and en-
joyed ourselves. But Saturday afternoon
1s the only time I have, for the many
needtul mendings and makings, etc.,
for myself " and ohild, and althougly
I am in favor of Sunday cars, I
hope yon will believe I am not willing to
follow my week-day occupation on Sunday.
Never mind, I said, we will stay home
Saturday and walk down to the ferry on
Sunday and go to the Island, and the next
Sunday we can take the bus on Queen-
street and go to High Park. ; Although 1t
is nearly three miles from myshome to the
wharf and the day was very warm we went
and would not allow ourselvas to feel tired
or to think of the walk homeagain. Five or
six miles is nothing of course, but the
weather was warm and a little lad of 6 is
apt to get tired in the evening. Women
who have put in six days of steady work
during the week may feel a little shy of
even such a walk in July. However, we
are Britons and would not acknowledge
ourselves beaten until 1 heard a very  tired
sigh and my little son asked very meek-
ly if it would be very ~wrong to
sit on a doorstep for a little, 1 assured
him we were just home. ‘Yes,” he said,
with a little laugh (though he was 8o tired.)
“Nearly home and ready to drop. Mother,
where are those Sunday cars?” Now, do
you not think, Mr. Editor, there are many
other'working women and their children,
who, like me, may long for a quiet rest
under the blue sky and green trees on Sun-
day? 'Do you mot think good and pure
thoughts will come to us there as readily,
and more 8o, as in a church? I cannot see
that cars on Sunday will make good people
less good or evil ones more evil. Those who
want to drink beer and play cards on Sun-
day will not wait for the cars to take them
to the parks. If the trolley is both noisy
and dangerous, why give us the old horse
car back for Sunday, and let those unem-
ployed during the week takea jturn at
being Mr. Kelly’s coachman on Sunday.
Let those who feel it wrong to ride in a car
on that day walk, but give us, who think
differently, a chance. I feel sure.Toronto
will not be a less law-abiding city than itis
now.

WAITEWAT FOUND GUILTY.

HE AND SECRETARY BOND COMMIT-
TED BRIBERY.

The Two Are Disqualified For Four Yenrs
—A Falr Election .Prevented By the
Expenditure of $42,000 During the

A Complete Victory For

the Government,

8r. Joun’s, Nid,, July 26.—The Trinity
elections case, the most important of the
whole series entered against the recent
Whiteway Government, inasmuch s Sir
William Whiteway, ex-Premier, and Robert
Bond, his Colonial Secretary and chief
lieu t, were a d of obtaining elec-
tion by corrupt practices, was complete

yesterday. i

Both were found guilty and were sen-
tenced to be unseated from their places in
the Assembly and disqualified from contest-
ing any election during the continuance of
the present Legislature, or four years.
James Watson, the junior member for the
Trinity district and colleague of Sir Wil
liam Whiteway and Robt. Bond,was also un-
seated, but was not disqualified, because it
was shown that he was ignorant of the
practices of his colleagues,

Judgment was basea on the
Sir William Whiteway and Robert Bond
authorized the expenditure of large amounts
of money for publiz works, roads, bridges,
etc., during the. fortnight preceding the
election without having any legal authority
to take such a course; that they allocated
sundry small sums,ranging from §10 to $40,
to private persons to build or repair private
roads to fishing places, gardens, etc., and
that such expenditures altogether ocoasion-
ed the employment of hundreds of men im-
mediately befora the election.

Election Bribery,

The judge decided that this constituted
bribéry and rendered a fair election impos-
sible. ~ The whole expenditure in the dis-
trict was $42,000.

The verdict was not unexpected, yet it
has caused a great seasation, in consequence
of the high character of Sir William White-
way, the foremost statesman in the colony,
and Robert Bond, the able and gifted poli-
tician, who negotiated the convention with
the late Secretary Blaine for the free ad-
mission of Newfoundland fish to American
waters.

The case is the most important tried here
in many years, and occupied three months
in hearing. Chief Justice Carter ‘firsy
presided, but he became iil. Justice Little
continued the hearing and completed the
case, rendering his decision to-day. \

The Whitewayites exhausted every device
to prevent the trial from coming to an end,
noping by a sort of guerilla warfare to
overthrow the GoodridgeG overnment and
compel the abandonment of the trials.

1t has been collecting revenue dur-
ing the last six weeks without legal au-
thority, owing to the Whitewayites being
in a majority in the Assembly and refusing
to pass revenue bills, but the unseating of
these three members will give the Govern
ment the needful majority to pass measures,
and the Legislature will open next weei to
accomplish ,the work.

CHAINED UP FOR FIVE DAYV,

How Refiactory Pr s ‘are P
in Elmira Reformatory,

Euumira, N.Y., July 26.—The investiga-
tions of the charges of crueltyagains$Saper-
intendent Brockway of the State Reforma-
tory were continued to-day.

John J. Delaney told of six or seven
incarcerations in the solitary cells, each
lasting three to five days, with his hands
chained to the floor during the day and
night.

Richard Quinn, a very reluctant witness,
testified that he had been strung up and
paddled by Brockway until he was insen-
sible. He said he was bleeding from the
nose and mouth and had wounde ou the
upper lip, also on the top of his head, from
which scars remain.

DROVE THE HORSE TO DEATH,

Warrapts Out For 1wo Young Men For
Oruelty to Animals,

Two men hired a rig at Sheppard’s
livery, College-street, Wednesday noon and
not returning, Mr. Sheppard started to
look for them. He came across them nesr
Mimico and the pair on seeing him jumped
out and’ took to the woods.

TWO VERY OLD PEOPLE.

MARY M'DONALD IS 128 AND JOHN
GIBSON 120 YEARS OLD.
A :

Two Inmates of the Home for Aged and
Infirm Colored Persons Who Are Older
Than American Independence~—Aunt

Mary Remembers General George

Washington Very Well and Uncle John
Has Marks of Cruel Slavery Days on
His Back,

The oldest man and the oldest woman
in the State of Pennsylvania lately
celebrated together the 120tk and 128th
anniversary respectively of their birth-
days at the Home for Aged.and Ib-
firm Colored Persons, at Belmont and
Girard avenues, Philadelphia, Both
are in good health, both have been in-
mates of the institution for many years
and both hold in common all the friends
they have in the world among their
fellows within the four walls of the
home which shelters them,

The women is a hearty and cheerful
old soul, who remembers General George
Washington about as well as most peo-
ple do who have passed the century
mark, Her name is Mary McDonald,
and in spite of her years she goes about
unassisted, eats und sleeps well, can see
fairly, and in every way enjoys life as
well and thorouglily as the other in-
mates.

Her wonderful powers of endurance
and her strong and clear recollection of
matters pertaining to the infancy of this
great country have been often the sub-
ject of remark. Even to the present
day Mary seems to be able to give a
graphic description of the many events
that have come undef her notice in a
life which has nearly doubled the allot-
ted span for the age of mankind.

Accordiug to ‘her own account she
was born on July 11, 1866. This age is

corroborated by the facts which follow
in the wonderful centenarian’s story and
by the facts that she well remembers in
her early history. She was born near
Norristown, and like most of the color-
ed people had at an early age to put her
hands to work.
BORN IN SLAVERY.

Her parents were at that time in the
service and ownership of Reese Howell,
who owned a large property at Norris-
town, and who was of that humane
class of people who always made their
servants feel that they were free rather
than in servile chains. Mary's parents,
therefore, felt in their gratitude for the
goodness of their employers in duty
bound to do all they could to further
the interest of the ﬁowell family by a
faithful service, and towards this end
Mary, when but 12 years of age, was
pressed into service and made to do
numerous little turns at housework and
run the errands.

The army of General Washington was
at this timelocated in the woods close
to the Howell farm, and therefore Mary
had many an opportunity to watch the
manceuvres of the soldiers. In hgr many
romps among the men at the encamp-
ment she had ample ofportunity to
come in contact with General Washing-
ton, who more than once had patted her
on the head and had spoken words of
kindness.

She became a tavorite in the camp,-

and by the courtesy extended to her by
her employer had often carried. food
from the Howell homestead to the
soldiers and had also often run on their
eriands to and from different points in
the neighborhood.

A PET OF JWASHINGTON'S.

Mary thus became not only useful but
a favorite with both General Washing-
ton and the soldiers and often received
their good words. —Later in life she mar-
ried and settled down to a thrifty life.
She was the mother of nine children, all
of whom, with her husband, she buried
durlng her lifetime.  When she had al-
most reached the century mark she be-
came an object of charity and was car:
ed for by Curistian people. Her piety
was always a remark by those who
knew her.

She has now been an inmate of the
Home for Aged and Infirm Colored Per-
gons for many years, where with the
managers and matron she is a favorite.

‘‘UNCLE JOHN” GIBSON,

At the exhibition held in. Wilmington
about a year ago to exhibit the industry
of our home institutions Mary had an
exhibit of rag carpet, which received
high and honorable mention. She now
at her advanced age, having received
second sight, can sew easily, and all day
long sews rags together for rag carpet.
Two of the large carpets of the institu-
tion are the work of her hands during
the past years. Ngw at 128 years of
age she has a remafkable appetite, and
can get around without help.

A LONG AND EVENTFUL LIFE.

The other aged inmate of the home is
John Gibson, who has now reached the
120th anniversary of his birthday.
John is 2 remarkable old fellow for his
advanced age. Aithough his sizht has
become impaired, he can get around
with wonderful alacrity, and has a good
appetite,

John was born in slavery, mnear
Church Hill, in the State of Maryiand,

on July 11, 1774. According to his
statement there was a large family of
brothers and sisters, who were durin

the slave times all seized and pressec
into service. He remembers well all the
thrilling episodes in the dark page of the
slavery movement in this couniry, and
often stood beside the block for sale and
on the flogging boards.

His back even to this day shows the
long marks which the thongs of the
slave.driver's whip have fleft there and
he was once pursued and brought down
by bloodhounds, In old age he got
into a family who cared for him and
where ho became a sort of second Uncle
