During that period In America when 
the colonies were struggling for their

tatlou when they would part, Pinckton 
going home and Athol continuing his 
journey.

Mra. Athol saddled a horse and fol- 
Ipwed them. Intending to overtake her 
huabaad after be had left Pinckton 
and persuade Mm to give np his jour-

». She kept at a distance behind 
m, and when they were about to 
part «he saw Pinckton drop a little 
behind her husband and drop some­

thing Into his coat pocket. This con­
firmed her In her opinion that some 
wrong was Intended. Nevertheless 
she could not at once follow her bus- 
band without running the risk of be­
ing seen by Pinckton, who left the 
Charleston road at an angle.

Piles In Pigs.
Piles, or protnsions of the rectum, 

are common In young pigs and are of­
ten Induced by overfeeding and lack or 
exercise. Give Jhe pigs free range on 
grass and In addition feed light slop of 
sweet gkimmilk, middlings and a little 
flaxseed meal. Mix one ounce of lime- 
water with each quart of slop. The 
bowels must be kept active. If con­
stipation Is present omit the limewn- 
ter nnd mix in an ounce or two of raw 
linseed oil to act on the bowels. Lo­
cal treatment consists in bathing the 
protruded parts, wetting them well 
with extract of witch hazel, then 
smearing with witch hazel ointment 
ynd returning to place.-Farm Journal.
