Alvinston, Nov. 11th, 1922

Council met pursuant to adjourn-
ment. Members all present. Minutes
of former meeting read and on mo-
tion of Loosemore and McLean were
adopted.
Campbell-—McLean, that Wm.
Cummings be paid $7. for one lamb
worried by dogs and John Downing
$8 for one sheep killed by dogs.—
Carried.

Mr. Wm. Kechago waited upon
the Council stating he was driving
on the Brooke and Metcalfe townline,
between con. 11 and 12 and that his.
horse broke its leg by reason of a
hole in culvert and it became neces-
sary to kill the horse, which he valued
at $80 and asked to be compensated
to that amount. - Referred to the
Reeve 'to take the matter up with the
Councils of Metcalfe.

Sutton—Loosemore, that Council
open as a Court of Revision on
assesment in by-law authorizing re-
pairs to 12 and 18 sideroad, the
Morley Zavitz and 8-9 con. drains.
Reeve in the chair.—Carried.

Five appeals.

Mr. Shaw, engineer, representing
the Michigan Central Railway Co.,
sworn said, Mr. Code has asked that
the Company afford u larger culvert
than the ones nearer ' the outlet.
From information received ‘the cul-
vert is now large enough. Would
suggest that culverts below be enlarg-
ed and leave the culvert under the
track of the M.C.R. Co., as it is un-
til such time as it proves insufficient.

Mr. James Gilroy, owner of E%
lot 13 and w% con. 8, sworn said,
Consider my assessment too high,
lands in con. 6 not assessed nearly
as high 25 in con. 8, Was not assess-
ed for the original construction of
the Morley Zavitz drain and consid-
er I should not be assessed now.

Amount allowed for damages
not sufficient.

9, sworn said, assessment
for benefit on proposed tile drain too
high. Do not use this drain for out-
let. Consider $25 would be sufficient
assessment. G.T.R. lands wrpngly
omitted for the Morley Zavitz and
also the 8-9 con. tile drain. Consider
lands to east of railway chould pay
more as it i3 water from those lands
that are using the drain. -
