The New Postal Regulations.

The fallowing regulations have been 
agreed upon between the Postal Depart­
ment of Canada and thu United States, and 
will go into effect immediately :—

Insufficiently paid lette rs mailed In the 
United States and addressed to Canada, <«r 
vice vena, mailed in Canada aud addrca»ed 
to the United States, on which a single 
rate of postage or more has been prepaid, 
shall be forwarded charged with the 
amount of the deficient postage, to Le 
collected on delivery aud retained by the 
Post Department of the country of desti­
nation. The amount of such deficient 
postage shall be indicated In the upper 
left- band corner of the address.

When newspapers, periodicals and 
other printed matter, published or origi- 
nating in the United States, are brought 
into Canada and posted there for distril u- 
tion iu the United States, apparently to 
evade the postage rates or regulations 
applicable to such matter in the United 
States, the Canada Post Offi« e may require 
prepayment of the same to be made at a 
rate equivalent to double the Canada do­
mestic rates.

A Monstbr Mill.—According to a 
Mimapolis commercial papef, Messrs. 
Angus and Hill, of the Manitoba Railway, 
are about to erect in that city a mill wim 
tlie grinding capacity of 8,000 barrels of 
flour per day. “The magnitude of the 
proposed mil,” says our Minneapolis con- 
temporary, “ will appear by considering 
that the building will have to be as muc h 
a• 260 feet square and six stories hiifh, 
besides having a storage elevator with 
room for half a million bushels of whe..t. 
It will turn out 5$ barrels of flour per 
minnte, 333 barrels per hour, 8,000 barrels 
per day, 2.400,000 barrels per year. It 
will require 10,000,000 bushels of wheat 
per annum to supply it, and the valnu^f 
its annual product will lie at h ast $14,000,- 
000. It will make one third of the pres 
sent wheat crop of Minnesota into flour, 
and n quire an army of men to carry on 
the work growing out of its operations.
