ALBERT MARSHALL.

Death has been very active in our midst
during the past few weeks. The commun-
ity of Clarence Centre was startled a few
days ago by the announcement of the de-
mise of Albert Marshall, after an illness of
a few days only. Mr. Marshall was a
native of that section of the county, and a
resident of it since infancy. He was the
second son of the late Sidney Marshall, a
grandson of Andrew Marshall, Sr., who was
the pionecer settler of the district, and a
great grandson of William Marshall, one of
the grantees of Granville, in 1759, and a
native of Dedham, in Massachusetts. The
immigrant American ancestor of his family
was a native of Kent, England, who came
to Americain 1635, whe traced his ancestors
back to Roger le Mareschal, who' accom-

panied the Conqueror, William the Nor-|poss

man, to England in 1066.

The late Mr. Marshall was one of the
most prosperous and successful farmers in
the county. He had been in the eommis-
sion of the Peace for several years, and as
a magistrate he discharged his duties in
a most scrupulous and satisfa¢tory manner,
being careful to discourage litigation among
his neighbors. He was an advocate of
temperance and religion, but was not a
crank in the one nor a bigot in the other.
In fact there are but few men among us
whose loss tothe community will be felt more
severely, than that it has sustained in his
death. He leaves a widow and threechildren
—two sons and a daughter—to mourn their
irreparable loss. The writer extends his
sincere condofence to them under their
sudden and unsuspected bereavement.

OLIVER FOSTER.

Scarcely had the grave covered the re-
mains of the above named worthy man,
before proclamation was made of the demise
of Oliver Foster, caused by the same fearful
and fatal disease. Mr. Foster was the old-
est son of the late Oliver Foster by his
second wife, and grandson of Isaac Foster,
who came to Granville in 1760, and great-
grand-son of Benjamin Foster, of Hamp-
stead in New Hampshire, whose widow
(Sarah Woodward) came to the township
aforesaid with her sons Isaac, Ezekiel and
Jeremiah, with the fermer of whom she
lived until her death, at the very advanced
aige of 106 years. The deceased was a man
of fine qualities of head and heart, and was
held in high esteem by all who knew him.
In early life he bought the farm on which
he resided up to his death, and having mar-
ried shortly after, began life not under the
most favorable ¢ircumstances, but by indus-
try, sobriety and careful management, he
gradually overcame all obstacles, and
wrought out for himself a position of inde-
pendence and comparative wealth that con-
duced much to his ease and comfort during
the latter years of his useful life. He in-
troduced the nursery business, if I mistake
not, in the county, believing that fruit
trees grown here would have benefits deriv-
able from acclimatization, and of being true
to their kinds, both of which particulars
were wanting in trees imported from the
