Alexandra celebrated her
Dec. 1st, having been
bora on December 1, 1844, She began
life in a modest way. The second
child, but first Qaughter, of the poor
but handsome young Dane, Prince

Christian of Glucksburg, and his
cousin wife Princess Louise, it was
never thought that the blue-eyed babe
was destined to occupy the throne of
the greatest power in the world.

Wood ior All Industnes

Ontario Grows all but Eight of the
Thirty-four Woods Used.

Practically all inijustries are more
or less depeudent on wood. In On-
tario alone, exclusive of the manufac-
turers of rough lumber, over thirty-
eight industries, represented by 1,200
different firms, supplied the statistics
recently compiled and published by
the Forestry Branch, Ottawa, in a
bulletin entitled, *‘‘The Wcol-Using
Industries of Ontario.’”’ These firms
in 1912 purchased 807,456,000 feet,

ued at $19,161,384, which, when man-

Not only ,is it remarkable that
many different industries, including
foundries, require wood to carry on
their operations, but it is egually note-
worthy that twenty-six of the thirty
four kinds of wood used should grow
in Ontario. The supplies of some of
them, it is true, are nearing exhaus-
tion, but this was not always the
case, nor is it likely with the steady
rise in wood prices, that this will
long continue to be the case. s

Mr. E. J. Zavitz, Ontario Forestry
Commissioner, says:— ‘‘There is at
present in the old settled portion of
Ontario an aggregate of about 8,500
square miles which is puited only for
forest growth. Thi® means that
southern- Ontario could eventually
 have gver ten million acres of private
woodland.”” Ontario was once a land
of valuable hardwoods, and will be so
again,
