culprits, .

la addition to these societies, there is
also another, called the * Compassithate
Society,” who occupy themselves in pre
venting, by every kind office, the creditors
of poor workmen from eaforcing the law
of imprisonment against them, They
also inspect the provisions supplied to the
establishment, and take care that it is of
a wholesome quality, ‘The beds, the
linen, in short, every thiug connected
with the health of the inmates, is under
their particular care. Other associations'
give their aid and consolations in the pri-
sons in which prisoners accused of se-
rious crimes are detgined, and eonvicts
sentenced to undergt tite peraities of the
law are kept previdusly to theif being
‘subjected to the punishment pronouncéd
against them.

But we have no space left to pursue
these subjects any further, ‘The enume-
ration we have given of the charitable in-
stitutions in Rome falls very stiort of the
number which might be added; but we
might challenge the world to produce a
list of charities so ample éven as that we
have given, siistained by private endow-
merit and the assistance of the state itself,
without any aid {rom a poor-law system,
and applied to so many of the erigencies
of human life.

We cannot conclude without giving a
just meed of praise 10 the original author
and the translator of the work, which has
enabled us to lay these interesting details
bvefore our readers. They will at least
serve to shew that Rome is not behind
hand in the work of practical charity—
nay, that, in that respect, it may well
challenge & comparison with any pation
upon earth.
