So that if
yon order these hives in the flat this is just
what will be sent YOu.

Sample hives we make with the brood-
frames wired and the surplus cases supplied
'with fifty-six 41 x 4j 7 to the foot sections.
These are designed for testing the complete
working hive.

In quotng prices of brood-cases and sur-
plus cases, the set-screws, brood - frames
and Vide frames with their itn separators
are always included, bothbin fiat sud made
up.
