"The first Lord's Day in March is the time for
an offering for Foreign Missions, There are
seventy-two names on our pay-roll, It is pro.
posed to send out a number of missionarics
during the year. It witl be scen that the offerings
should be unusually liberal,

The Louisville Convention adopted the, follow-
ing report :

1. That there be one offering during the year.

3. That the time be he first Lord's Day in March.

3 That the preacher and Official Board of «ach congre.
gation decide, before the time, on the minimum amount
that, in the ¢ judgment, such cungrrgau n onght to offer
to the Lotd,

;. That we make these recomniendations, urging that
there be full preparation of prayer and instruction
before the on‘enngs, and that the congregations rely no
longer upon impromptu basket collections only,

6. That the obsetvance of Children's Day, so richly
blessed of God, be continued en the first Lord's Day in
June,

1. Hitherto two offerings were called for from
the churches——one in March and one in Septem-
ber, To gimplify-the collections, it was decidea
to ask for one offering only from cach church
during the year. It is hoped that much. more
will be realized from this éne offering than from
two in past years.

2. Thefirst Lord’s Day inMarch is the time
suggested.  If another date should be deemed
more convenient, it should be selected. Should
the roads be impassable or the day stormy, it
would be wise to_postpone the offering for a
\\cck Or two..

« The third item of the report is one of vital
lmpomnce. The mlmmum amount ought to
be decided upon in advance. Last year several
hundred churches gave less.than five dollars
each, Many gave less than one cent each. ‘I'ic

More.than forty years ago a small company of
English people of distinction followed Dr. Johu
Henry Newman, the famous Oxford clergyman,
out of the Established Church into the Chureh
of Rome. Most of them_have passed away, but
a few, like Drs. Newman and Manning, both of
whom becanie cardinals of the Roman Church,
still survive.  Many of the young Oxford men
who became Roman Catholics and’ priests have
reiurned to the church of their fathers, embittered
more or less against that Roman enchantress
that had allured _them- only to- deceive them,
‘Among- these may be mentioned.Lord Robert
Monnguc, brother of the Duke of Manchester,
who since his return to I’rotcsnr)nsm has written
‘most seathing denunciations of the Church of
Rome as a religious and political power.  His
latest and most important work, “The Sower and
the Virgin,” is a refutation or the doctrines of-
Mariolatry and Papal mfalhlnlmy that “has had’
a marked effect upon -the higher classes in
England, by deterring, many from “the. consider-
ation of .Rome’s pretensions and leadivg others
to renoutice:the false tc'\chmgs of(‘_dl% Churda.

Protestantism within the list few years may be
mentioned Canon Ffoulkes, Father Roberts
(Cardinal Manning's nepheiv), Hutton, Galton,
Law (Chaplain to the Duke of Norfolk), White-
head, Addis, &c.  Pather Addis was one of the
leading scholars in Oxford, and when he became
aRoman Catholic was accounted a great prize for
Rome. As a priest he labored for ten years at
Sydenham, and in conjunction with Mr. Thomas
Amoldy brother of Matthew Armold and father
of Mrs. Humphrey Ward, of “Robert Elsmere”
fame, compiled the “Catholic Dictionary,! a
standard nuthomy on orthodox Romanism, and
the only work of the kind in the English Language.
Itisasignificant sign of the times that the cditors
of such an important publication should abandon
the Church of Rome a few years after it was
issued.

Father Addis- withdrew only last September ;
Father Whitchead, who had been a member of
the Dominican Qrder, renounced- the Roman
Church in November, and every weck some priest
is follomng their example,  Some of the former
priests have returned to the ministry. of the Pro-
testant Episcopal Church, Father-Addis is now
preaching in an Eplscopal church in Melbourne,
Australia, and others have entered upon secular
pursuits. "T'his is also the case with more than
twenty priests who, in our day. have withdrawn
from the Roman Catholic Church in Scotland.

Among noble ladies who became Roman
C'uhohcs not a few have also returned ‘to the
Protestant Church, The'latest and most distin-
guished is the celcbrated “N Nun of Kenmare "=
Miss Mary Frances Cusack--\\hmc name is a

REVERENCE.

A SENSE of solemnity should accompany the
isposition to pray ; otherwise, one is in danger
of making requests of God. as if He were an
carthly and familiar friend, of whose _indulgent
attention there is no question,  "This ussumption
of familiarity with the Divine Being indicates a
painful lack .of reverence. Robert Hall once
referred to the mistake of those who speak of
the King of kings, “as though He were a next
door neighbor, from a pretence of love,” It is
worse than a mistake to speak of God thus ;and
it is daringly i lmpxous to speak s Him, in the

form of prayer, in such a mannere—Juierior,.
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
