looking atit, or of straining their eyes to watch the flitting forms -
of the performers, distorted by this veil.. The other novelty for «
the hend is plain to an equal excess, but perfectly accommode-
ting to neighbours : It consists of the hair being all collected and
fastened on the back of the head in the Grecian style, some-
times without any ornament whatever, atothers a chain of gold,
or jewels, crosses the forehead, and is also fastened with the
hair.  This vory classic head gear is becoming to a particular
styls of countenance and form of the head ; we think it might be
much impraved by substituting a delicate wreath of flowers far
the chain. ‘
