to be .the  colleague’ of - Vechel, and to obtain
with lum-the.crown ot wartyrdom. - The rest of.
this bappy band had made their lives a long ap-
prenticeship for martyrdom. ;They were declared
martyrs, and were beatified. by.-Clement X in
1674, Before we proceed fo particularsy it will
be well to give the names of all the. ¢ Gorcum
martyrs.’ The nomes of the eleven Franciscans
were Nicholas Pick ; Jerome, a native of Wer-
.-den, in the county of Forn; Theoderic, of
Embden, a pative of Amorfort; Nicaise Joba-
son, a native of Heze ; Wilbad, a native of Den-
mark’; Godfrey, of Merveille; Anthony, of
‘Werden ; Anthony, of Hornaire, a village near
Gorcum: Francis Rodes, a native of Brussels.
“These nine were priests and preachers. The
-other two were lay hrothers, namely, Peter of
Asca, a village 1 Brabant, and Cornelius of
Dorestale, a village now called Wick, 1n the
territory of Utfrecnt. The three curates were
Lieonard Vechel, Nicholas Poppel, and Godirey
Demen, This last was a nauve of Gorcum,
who, having beea rector of tie University of
Pars, in which be had studied and taught, was
some time curate in Holland near the French
territories, but resigned his curacy and lived at
Gorcum, Tbe other ma-tyrs were John Qoster-
wican (mentioned before) who was director to a
convent of nuns of his own Ocrder in Gorecum ;
he was then very old, and had often prayed that
God would honor him with the palm of martyr-
dom ; John, a Domimcan of the province of
.«Cologue, curate of Hornare ; Adrian Hilvaren-
+beck, a Norbertine of Middleburg, who served a
~.parssh at Muaster, a village near the mouth of
- the Meuse; James Lacop, of the same order
- and monastery, an sssistact in a meighboring
+ parish to Mupster ; and Andrew Walter, a secu-
* lar priest, corate of Heinort, near Dort. This
is the hst of the glorious beroes who, in perilous
tines, gave festimony of the trutb, and who, by
the shedding of their biood, stamped the mark of
reprobation upon the novelties of the 16th cen-
tury; aod greatly aided the reaction which, dur-
ing the last two centuries, has extended the
boundaries of Catholicism, and fulfilled the pre-
diction regarding the Church, ¢ Porta inferi non

NAMES, ‘DESCENT, AND CONDITION OF THE
HOLY MARTYRS 'OF THE ORDER OF SAINT
FRANCIS.

The martyrs of Gorcum were nineteen in

-number. They are called of Gorcum, not be
- cause they suffered death in tbat place, but be-
cause nearly the whole of them were taken
prisoners there, and underwent 1n that locahty
- the greatest portion of their torments. The first
was Father Nicholas Pick, or Pieck, the guar-

- dizn of the ¥ranciscans at Gorcum, upon whom
we may look as the generallissimo of the holy
~ martyrs, or at all events, of the ten brethren.—
..Nicholas was born at Gorcum on the 20th of
August, 1534, of wirtuous and respectable pa-
wrents ; his father was named Jobn Pick, or Pieck,
-and his motber Hentices Calne. Having a great
“Iove for stuldy,and being endowed with great
intellectual powers, he was seat to St. Hertogen
Bosch (Silva Ducis, Bois le Duc) to be 1o-
stemcted in Latin, and to- be indoctrinated in
every useful science; and, having attawsed the
required age, he was admitted into the Order of
St. Francis, In due tme be made his solemn
profession, and was subsequently sent to Louvain
to pursue his theological course. At that time
the Franciscan convent at Louvain was 1a a very
flourishing condition ; it bad acquired Europeas
fame for its strict and regular discipline, and for
the progress which 1ts inmates had made in the
study of the Sacred Scriptures. Under tbe
rule and guidance of the famous Father Adam
Lasbout, a man thoroughly skilled n both Greek
" and Hebrew, Nicholas made wonderful progress
both in wirtue und the sciences. He was ex-
ceediogly modest, remarkably sumple in his de-
meanor, and so deeply grounded in bumility that
be willingly accepted whatever reproaches came
from any quarter, and patiently endured all for the
sake of Qhrist. After hiz ordination he was punc«
tual in offering -up the Holy Sacrifice, and his de-
mesnor whilst officiating was a eource of much edi-
fication. He was indefatigabie in the Gonfessional ;
he frequently preached, sometimes twice, and even
thrice on the same day. In sssisting at the Divine
offices and other religious exercigses, he was always
cheerfai, and his countenance wag placid aud radiaat
with benevolence; and yet he had ‘many cares to
afflict bim, and many Borrows to weigh him down'=
His conatitution was far from being robust—indeed
he was often konown to faint, and whenever he
wounded himeelf with a koite, he foll exhausted,
and therefore a superabnndance of grace was néeded
. to strengthen one 80 weakly for the endurance of the
sbarp pangs of a cruel martyrdom. He was a rigid
. and punctusl obgerver of his religious vows; he wa3
-'a model of perfect obedience; and in the practice of
holy poverty he was not excelled by any, for he
~- grrove hesrtily. to copy ic this, ag well as in other
things, the exampls of the serapuic Father, St.
~ Francis. When engaged at Brussels in preaching
deily during Lent, he was, it ‘was supposed, in need
of some booka and requiréd more food and of better
quality, and these’ his .cousie, Dr. Estins, offered to

- .Apostlé Paul, who “was coutenr to endure pri-

bang him, to whom he replied; %I bhave not yet de-
served thet."- o this-he ‘gave;a” proof both of his’
great humility and great: worthiness. Who would
havé then thought that thoge two holy mien would
goon obtain, and together, the palm of martyrdom 7
In the meantime Nicholas diligently apylied himself
‘to labor for the salvation of sonls, and for the sanc-
tification of both himself and hia religions brethren.
Betore he began-to read, write, peach, or exhort, he
was always. accustomed to say, * To.the Lonor of
God.’ He led: hiy brethren by . gentleness and
enavity to'the strict observance of the holy roles of
the Order. The eecret of his success lay id this :
he never asked anything 10 be dorce whish he had
not previously dome bimeelf. He tangnt by exam.
pla, and they meekly copied him. He hed only to
gay ¢ Will you do this? and be was promptly
obeyed, for, his request was equivalent to a com-
mand. Though feebls it body, he possessed a cour~
sgeons soul, and "his intrepidity inereazed in the
same ratio aa the cruelty of the Reformers became
more daring and ferocious. This malignant batred
of Catholicism must hava cerried the QCalviniats to
dresdful Jengths in perpetrating bartarous cruelsies
in the abused name of religion since we find from
the history of thoee times that dissent among them.
selves was punished by fines, prisons, tortures, and
even death ; each party when dominant persecuted,
and 8o -nuch so that the snffering party bitterly ex
claimed against the ruling power: * Ab odie crude-
litatis in crudelitatem mitis.’ How changed are your
sentiments | When jyou suffered you declaimed
againat persecution, but now, having resumed the
reins of power *from the hatred of crueliy you rush
into the extieme of cruelty.’ Father Nicholas in h's
sermons fearlesaly inveighed against sinners, and was
zeslous in cousteracting the wily efforis of the Re-
formers to seduce the people from the faith and
piety of their ancestors. For they bad succeeded in
Seducing, here and there, a few lukewarm Qatkolics.
But hiz greatest display of swirit and energy wes
reserved for the last two sermons, just bstore bis
arrest, and when the storm was rapidly approaching.
On the Sunday within the octave of Corpus Christi
be preached most elcquently, and with great force
oo the * Real Presence of Jesus Christ, God and
Man, in the Holy Sacrament of the Altar.’ .He very
locidly showed that the words ¢ This is My Body,’
f Thia is My Blood,” &c.. were not to be understood
in s figurative sense, as the Calvinists prelended ; he
then moviogly pointed ons the incomprehensible love
of Jesns Christ, who hides his glory lest we should
be iatimidated from approaching Him, and whe
finally has extended Bis love so far as toremsain
with us perpetually, day and night, to the very con--
summation of the werld. It was o grand profession
of Catholic faith preparatory tg his under-going the
trizls and sufferings of martyrdom. Very sboortly
after that he preached his last sermon, in which he
earnestly exhorted his avdience, in the same spirit
to remain steadfast in the faith of Holy Oburch; he
warned them sgainst compromises in religion, and
told them, with the zeal of an Apostle, tbat in no
case was it lnwful to deny their religion, and 1bat,
when questioned as to their faith, they were boldly
to contess it, and openly profess their willingneas to
die sooner than renouace one tittle of it, for every
thing hinged upon their fidelity, and damaation
would follow as the punishment ot apostacy, for
' whoever shall deny Als. bafore ‘men, him. will I also
deny before My Fatber who is in Heaven.’ The
faithful, who feared the approach of the enamy, were
vowerfully comforted by this unctions and apostolic
exhortation ; and their constancy became mare in-
trepid when ke soon afterwards confirmed his testi-
mony by suffering death. This ig a brief sketch of
the life of tbe courageous soldier, the valiant hero
of the Ocoss, and the renowned stendard-bearer of
the faith, of whom it may be gaid, in & certaic senas,
that he was a double martyr ; first, in regard of the
paing he enduzed, for be was twice hanged, snd,
therefore, he twice had to endure the torments of
strangulation. His life was prolenged amidst his
sufferinga by the special internosition of Providence,
io order that he might aa a valiant captuin of 2
noble band of heroes eucourage his brethren in their
morial combat. He was a donble martyr, when we
consider the caunse of bis sufferings. Fidelity to
God and to religion was the first priceipal cause;
the other cause was fidelity and chuarity for his
brethren, for be had it mers than once in his power
to avoid death, since his friends wished to ransom
him, whatever it might have cost, and thus withont
falling into apostacy by denying his faith he might
have obtained bhis freedom. But be would not
abandon his brethren, over whom he had been con-
stituted guardian by the will of God to rule, guide,
and care for them. He was, moreover, to bear an
exemple to hig spiritnal child en; this be did as we
ghall see in tte sequel, and this the very Reformers
scknowledged when they called him in derision the
most obatinate defender of his opinion that is, when
be appeared at his post, beroically proclaiming the
divicity of the Catholic faith, and the purity of her
matchless ethical code.

DESTITUTION IN IRELAND.
LETTER FROM ABCHBISEGP MACHALE.

St. Jamuatu's, Tuay,
: June 15th, 1867,
To the Right Hon. the Earl of Derby :

My Lord—The pubiished report of the procesdings
or Friday week in the House of Commons, leaves no
longer any doubt of the extreme destitution pravail-
ing in Qonnemaraand the contiguous islands,as well
as aloog a very wide range of the Western puriion ot
Mayo. .

gut whilst that report attests the melancholy fact
of intense aud extensive dist ess, it affords, I regret
to say. little or oo hope, on the part of the govern-
ment officials to comse 1o the ajid of a suffering, nay,
if the relief be not seasonable, of & perishing popula-
tion. To the clear and cogent statement of the
member for Kilkenoy of those privations, and of the
localities in which they were endured with extraor-
dinary patience, there bas been no satisfactory reply,
The Secretery for Iraland after admitting with the
ususl official reserva, more than the ordinary smount
of porerty in the western districts, conciudes by ex-
pressing his belief, that tbe government would be
outatepping the bounds of their duty, if they were to
hold out to the inhabitanis any expectation that they
would directly interfere for the purpose of eupport.
ing the whole population. The interference of the
government to support the whole population of & dis-
‘trict, wes never demanded nor expected by the most
seslous advocates of the destitute. By this supetflu-
ous refussal to engage to support & whole populatios,
it is not meant, I bope, that the government discards
the serious responsibility of providisg for the prumpt
relief of & large -class, who, without ita interference
are doomed to atarve,

Were this to ba the mesniog of the Noble Secre-
fary, let me respectfully observe, that he would be
proponnding a doctride that wonld be mnst disas-
trous to the public weal, and of which the deplorable
effacts have long besn and atill continue to bs felt in
Irelard. But he mentions that thzee or four works
.connected with the fiskeries aro to be uadertaken.

' .Whilst those works are .proposed however, the
smsll struggling farmers' and coutiers are . invited to
the workbouse, and the provision for tbeir comfort-.
able accomodation, i3 paraded with, mach offisial
complacency. Yet, still they are uawilling to enter
thoge bated dwellings.” The Irish Secretary candid'y.
admits the facts, and no wonder sioce it is & matter
of notoriety. Both his Lordehip snd the people of
{reldnd are well aware of the cause, with this ditfer-
ence, that they experjence all.the evils of which, his
is, fortunately for--bimself, bnt a .mere speculauve
knowledge.  For the mora fuvored members of éo~
‘ciety with secure possession of their bhomes-and s
legal title’to its continunance, the workbouses have
no terrors. Not so for 1he humbler olzsses without

lease or title but the capricious will of their masters,
as- they call them, somstimes benervolently, but of-
tener cruelly exercised. To them your invitation to
the workhouse _gives pain rather than comfait.
With them i3 asgociated the dispersion of their famis
lies—1he destruction of tbeir cottages—ihe disap.
pearance of leages—and tte substitution of compul.
gory or penal votes at elections. instead of the free
exerciee of the franchise with which, before the intro.
ductjon of these usfortunate establishments, tenants
were generally invested. Numbers prefer to endure
the slow agonies of hunger rather than venture on

the chelter of the workhouse, bancted by the terrors

of the Gregory clause, and convinced that as soon as
tbey enter the portals of the hated edifice, thoy may
bid adieu to hope of ever again re enterirg their

humble cottages, which the cruelty of the law en-

courages landlords, in aid of their own cupidity, to

seize and desrroy.

Of this pitiable class the clergy are daily sar.
roucded with vast increasing and clamorous nam-
bers. Jtis of it the largest portion of the destitute
of the Western districts consists, With some, gene’
rally with sufficient tillage, but no food — no mooey —
10 credit—no emyloyment~and nostock to procure
subaistance, save, perhaps a lean and unmarketable
beazt waich, like the ill-favored kipe of Pharoes
dream, afford evidence- of gfarvation rather tfizn
means to avert it, they are exposed to die or famine
if they atny outside the workhouse, buy certain never
10 reap the fruit of their spring labor if they venture
togoin. Thisis & dreadful dilen.ms in any Chris-
tian country, and yet it is a dilemmy by which thou-
eands of the poor people are at p¢sent alternately
torn, With a clear conviction of ‘the forfeit which
the inmates must pay for the entrance into these
sbodes of sigh3s and sorrows, it appears like & cruel
mockery of their misery :o refer 1o the comnaratively
small pomber in the workhousa, or to afect wonder
—for it is only affected —tnat those epparently free
lodgings, but prospectively dearer 1o their inmeates,
than expensive hotels, are not better filled Why
not, well-paid officials flippantly exclaim, ** go inte
the workhouse;” There are in the Clifton Work-
houoee only 194 persocs, whilst the Irish Secretary
ussures the suttering people that there is accommo-
dation for a thousand. The comtort of this boasted
accommodation may be inferred from the fact, which
his. lordship was afier hearing atated by the member
for Kilkeony, and vouched for by the parish prleat,
and the person called by & rhetorical fgure, a * re-
lieving officer *, that there were but 99 beds in the
same workhouse for the 194 icmates. Such is the
material and moral accommodation provided by the
relisving funetionaries of the workbouses for the poor
who sre, literally, compelled to enter or to starve.
Well have thoae workhonses carried out the cruel
policy of their founder, the late Premier, and his in-
defatigable ageat, Mr. Nicol, who traversed I-elaad
with unbeard-of-speed, ‘o project those houses, which
be said were meant a8 tests of destitution, Experi.
ence hag proved that he could not have given them a
more appropriate name. )

They ate the rest of destitution with a vengeance.
Nay, more, they are the test, as well a8 the cause of
& 8strange hard-heartedness, which, far from beiog
indigenous, has sprung from their exotic root, and
has sprzad, weakeaing those generous and virtnous
qaslities, which the worst institutions cannot entirely
eradicate out of the hearts of our people. Too truly
have the prophetic, but unheeded, warnings of
Q'Oonnoell, regarding their vitiating effects, been ful-
fitled. But, neither he, nor the mpst far-reaching
political seer, could anticipate the full sweep of tie
evils of which they have been productive; trans.
forming with rare exceptions through the foreign
influence by which they sre controlled, men honest,
bumsaune and charitable in their private capacities,
into 3o many little corperations of corrupt, unfeeling
aod mercenary jobbers.

It is yet no wouder that, with all their svowed
mischief, they should bave their admirerz and eulo-
gists among those industrious men, who, like the
little cresture that gathers houney from the most
poisonous plants, draw ample support from tbose
noxious inatitutions. In their disinterested estima-
lion there is nothiog comparable to the workhouses,
They are the creations of a public benevolence which
no views to selfish patronaye ever tainted. In short,
they are, in the social, what Holloway's Pills are in
tbe medical system, the one a remedy for every
disease, the other a rel:ief under every misforiune,
But whatever faith may be dne to the woonderful
relations of the sapitary effecis of the pills, it appears
from the general sémission of those wko uee them,
that they never de soy harm. )

Can even thi2 p2gative testimony be borne to the
workboures by any but officials, and jouraals lavizh-
1y subsidized by taxes wrung generaily from a class
not far removed iu poverty from those whom the
taxes are supposed to reliese? No; I bave already
slluded to the associntions connected with the work~
houses in the minds of the people. Allow me to
invite now to the contemplation of the same associa-~
tions, the goverpment and lended proprietors, and to
enquire whether to them ttey sppear emcoursging.
The emigration of the people, wkich instead of
abating, is yearly awelling into a fuller tide, is at
lengtk become a subject, not of copgratulation bat
of just alarm. 3y whom was it pushed on, season
after seagon, until the exiles have become a formid-
able power in a foreign land? By those wha drove
them from their lands apd tore dowa their Lome
stends, und fousded and filled 1he workhonses to te-
pleticn, There is & close affinity between ths wo k~
house and emigration aystems,both springicg from +he
commnon parentage of iandlord oppression If the
void created by the emigration had co other effect
but to make more room tor caitle, with such aresult
the landed proprietors would no doubt, be easily
patisfied. But if those exiles are found to become
hostile to the British Govergswent, sesuming & men-
acing attitude, and' receiving fresh reinforcements
from the continuous stresm of emigrants, carrying
with them their discontents and their reseptmenis,
the government, thus gncoyed has a right 10 enquire
by wuom its former subjecis-bave -been thus turned
into such bitter foes, and who are they that are still
sendiog frem Ireland fresh recruitg to tbeir ranks?
If they are gatiified that the lsnded propristors have,
by arbitrary evictons and by a systematic refusal to
gront leages to their tenants paralyzed industry and
enterprize, to the serious injury of private families
and of the public weal, what wonder that the young
and adventurous should entirely absndon this coun
try, and that thoee who remain would Ieavs the land
but imperfectly cultivated? It is oot to ba guppased
that the Irish people, however long and cruelly
oppressed, have become insensible to the freedom

After truthfully admrtting the prevalence of ' poverty,
famiz, acd fever’ to a greater extent in Connemara
thun in any part of the west of Ireland, your lord-
ghip is reported to bave said, from information
received from Dr. Brodie, P.L S, that be found no
faver or other diseazes which usually indicate sevare
distress on the islands which he visited, and also
that ke found large sumbers of cattle on them. We
are much sarprised that your lordship has not dis-
covered that famine alone is quite sufficient to de-
prive its victirs of life without the fatal auxiliaries
of fever and other virulent diseases, and that the
cause wa3 0ot to be removed until these fatal con
sequences would have recrenled themselves, We
regret very much indeed that your lordship wss
led by any unfouznded information to contradict the
tratbful slatement which you made, that poverty.
famine, and fever were more prevalent here than
eisewhere, .

Touching the Law Life Society and the efforta
which you stated they were meaking to relieve the
distress of their own tenants, you said that more
than one-halfof the entire of the Clifden Union
belozged to them. We beg to inform you that one-
fourth of the entire population within the limits of
the Clifden Union does not belong 1o them. Your
lordship will readily perceive how fallacious ig the
inference to be drawn from your statement—viz,
that mors than one-balf the distress prevalent
throughont the Clifden Union was relieved by that
rociety. We reserve for a foture occasion observa-
tioos which naturally arizse from the amount of
wages and the nature of the works provided by the
Law Life Society.

Your lordskip i3 also reported to have said that
a large supplv of Indian meal had been recently re~
ceived in Galway, and that tweaty-f7e tons af it had
been sent to Olifden. With regard to the latter por.
tion of the statement, we have to inform you that
your autbority supplied you with an unfouzded
piece of information, a3 noton2 single ounce of Ia-
dian meal or of any other food for the suffering poor
was brought to Olifden, either by Govertment or
otherwize, except in the ususl way of trade.

Your lordship furtber stated that there were ozly
194 paunpers in the Clifden Workbouse, sithowgh
there was accomodation for 800 or 1,000. We repeat
that at this moment there are only ji4 beds 12 tue
entire bouse (95 in the healthy side and 45 io the
hoapital)—a very poor accommodation, indeed; unw-
less you require 800 to sleep on the pavements or oo
the bare floor. So the unrefuted statement of the
hon. wember for Kilkenny is correct.

. Your lordship'a statement was calculated to leave
the impression oo the minds of Parliament that there
wag relief in the werkhouse for suffering people bat
that they capriclously rejected it. We bave further
to obeerve on this subject that the Poor Law sya.
tem i3 ruioouws to this unfortunate country ; the
miseries of at last one-third of the rate payers are
sggravated by it, most of them had to pawn their
wearing apparel, their beds, or other articles of fur.
niture 1o pay the ratss, whilst the alms received
from the various quarters tosave the lives of the
gtarviog poor are doled out tn deatitate landhalders,
who are expected to pay & supplemental ratealrendy
atruck throughout this impoverished waion. Not-
withstanding these patent facts, the poor-house and
the poor rate are paraded before thecountry and Par-
lisment ag sourcel of adequate relief.

Wo were shocked to learn frora your lordship’s
reported statement that Governmeat could not safely
make any extraordinary direct esertion to provide
the people with means of procaring food.- We
sought no gratuitous relief, We asked work for the
people willing to earn their bread by the sweat of
their brow ; there were public works of great utility
ou which they could be employed with advantage to
tbe country and the Goveranmeunt, the latter of which
had now an opportunity of atoning for years of past
‘bitter misrule. We repeat the words used by Sir
Robert Keaoe years age, ‘ibe negiected state of
Connemara is & disgrace to English Governmeat.’
Even the few works that were promised in the spirit
of elmse-giving bave not been opened yat, whilst the
serson i3 advancing ; sud the poople, pining in want
anc io bmnger, move like epectres in search of
reliefy half rnoked for everything on which they
could raise a penny is in the pawa offize.

Ara we to wait, my lord, wa respectfully ask, until
in the worda of Dr Brodis (your informant), fever
and other fearful epidemics unmistakeably indicate
to the satisfaotion of officiala the presence of a black
famine.—We hava the honour to remain your lord~

Skrioug AccipEsT IN 4 OUmarel. — On Sundey
cousideradle escilement was created i Belfast in
consequance of the fallivg in of part of ibe ground
floor ia St. Patrick’s Roman Catholic Chapel, Done-
gal street. It sppears that duriog the eelebration
of Mass, the flooring in front of the altar gave way
with a loud craeh, precipitating sowe dozena of peo-
ple who were kneeling rourcd et the time 1o a dis-
tanes of five or six feet onderneath. Great alarm
was immediately caused awmong tbe people in 1he
chapel which was denzely crowcded nt the time. The
service was abruptly terminated and the congrega-
tion, believing that the house was comiog down,
made with the greatest possible speed to the doore
in all parts of the building, and in their exit spread
the intclligence of a more dieastrous mccident than
that which occurred. Those who were more alarmed,

.or .who were not fortunate in no% being near the

doors, were ro eager to get from the chapel that they
broke the windows of the buildiag for the purpose of
gaining egress, and in conseqaence left the house in
4 most dilapidated copdition. The pact of the floor
which has fallen in is about 15 feet in length by 12
broad, and the cellar beneath ia about siz feet in
depth. Ia cheir descent neerly all the people were
more or less injured about the legs. Fite people
were prououuced so much b:uised that Dr Harkin
had them instantly removed to the General Hospital
for treatment. It i3 stated that the part of the floor
which gave way fell on a former occsaion eome years
ago. Daring the whole course of Sunday large
crowds thronged around the chapel,'attraced by the
nature of the alarms which had been cirenlated.—
After the accident the services jo the chapel during
the day were not consinued. — Northern }itg,
DusLixn, July 5, evening.——The Fenian leader al-
leged to be Gen. Halpin, has been arrested i the
streets of Cork. !
