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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The conditions of the lmsh Church Bill, one
of the most important measures that bas come
before the DBritish TParhament for nearly
forty years, have at last been amcably arranged
by both branches of the Legslature.

From the very begmmming of the controversy
the Commons have evinced a fized determination
not to yield to the supporters of the Irish Church
anything that was not just and equitable ; and to
1his- unswerving adherence to principle, on the
part of the Commons, is greatly, if not entirely,
due the fact, that the disestablishment of the
Trish Church may be now considered a matter of
history. '

The Lords, true to the mstincts of their order,
and their traditional opposition to measures of
reform, beld out to the last, with a perseverance
worthy of a better cause; but, despite the
privileges and prejudices of their <lass, they bad
to submit to 2 power which they could not, dare
not thwart—the national will—tie will of the
people.

" Wher they found out that it was the intention
of Mr. Gladstone and his supporters to with-
draw the Bill for the present, prorogue Parlia-
ment, and, 10 the mean time, create as many new
Peers as would carry the Bill through the
Upper House, they wisely concluded that it was
better to “ back down” wkile. they could, with
any show of grace, than to riska confict with
those who impatiently asked, * Shall the people
or the Lords rule ?”

The good sense and conciliatory tone of Lords
Granville, Cairns, Clarendon, and otbers, pre-
vented anythiog serious from coming up between
the Commons and Lords, However, matters
assumed an ominous appearance towards the end
of the debate, and nothing but the fear of # giv-
ing the rems to the revolutionary sentiments of
the people at the present moment,” caused the
disputants to come Lo a peaceable settiement of
their respective claims. There is not the least
doubt that a conflict between the Liords and the
people, in the present state of feverish excite-
ment, would be attended with the most disastrous
consequences ; and such expressions as ¢ Shall
the People or the Lords rule 7 mndicate a peevish
irritability of the popular mind that could not be
confronted with impumty.

1t 1s worthy of mote that of the 24 bishops
and 2 archbishops of the English branch of the
United Church of England and Ireland, tbere
were only 13 bishops who voted against the
second reading of the Sill in the House of Lords.
One bishop, the Bishop of St, David’s voted for
it. The Archbishops of York and Caunterbury
and the Bishop of Osxford, prelates who spoke
most forcibly against the measure from first to
Tast, did not thiok it worth their while to record
their votes on the divisien.

The Bill has received the Royal assent, and
this announcement was read mn the House of
Commons amid loud cheers.

Siace the prorogation of the Corps Legislatif,
meetings have beee held by the Deputies of the
Left to consider what action should be taken on
the political reforms proposed in the Emperor’s
Message. Nothing definite however was agreed to.
Thier’s propositions of reform were considered too
monarchical and were rejected, Favre advocated
siience for the present, so that nothing has
transpired so far to show that the people are
yet sausfied with the concessions made by the
Emperor,

The battle cry is again raised io unfortunate
Spain by the followers of Don Carlos, He isin
the field, and has opened up communications with
bis partizans. An engagement is reported to
have taken place between the Government troops
and the Carlists, in whick the latter seem to have
got the worst of it. A general rising is auti-

cipated all-over Spain, aud the Goveroment bas
issued a decree i regéwing the Martial Law of
1821. Tt1s not easy to predict what will be the
end of this tereatened revolution.

To the issue of the 16th instant of the Cana-
dian Post, published ‘n Lindsay, Oat., we notice
some remarks about the very poor accommoda-
tion ihe schooi-ouses, or shanites, 1 ihé
vicimity of Lindsay, are calculated to aftord the
children who must attend such places to receive
imstruction, We entirely agree ‘with the Post
in his remarks about the carelessness of parents
in sending their tender offspring to such hot-beds
of pestilence and disease. They seem to lose
sight of the fact that they are doingan incal-
culable amount of ijury to the bealth and
strength of their children, in allowing them 1o go
to places to receive 1nstruction 1 which they

“themselves would not keep a respectable borse.

The low ceilings and badly ventilated condition
of those old ZJog school-houses are sure to be pro-
ductive of the very worst results fto both the
minds and bodies of the little ones. It isa won-
der that, in this advanced age when every thing
else 15 bemg improved, the rickety uncouth
looking old school-house 1s to remzin—a shaky
monument of pristine grandeur.

Men are generally very careful about makmng
tbeir dwelling houses cemfcrtable and agreeable
to live 1, and, in fact, do not lose sight of the
cordition and comfort of their cattle, n the
erection of stables, out houses, &c. ; and wby,
we ask, are they not equally solicitous about the
bealth and comfort of their children? It is bigh
time tkat such a state of things should cease to
exist.

We are glad to see that the Rev. M. Stafford
is doing his duty, 10 providing proper school ac«
commodation for the children of his parishioners.
We are already aware of the improvement he
caused to be made 1n the school-houses on Wolfe
Island, while he remained pastor of that parisb.

We chip from the Post an extract taken from
the Chief Superintendent’s Report to the Legis-
lative Assembly on the improvements mn the
school-houses and schools in the neighborhood
where the Rev. M. Stafford was Parish Priest,
before he removed to his present scene of la-
bors:—

« 1 (G. Malons, Ezq, Wolfe Island) am egpecially
pleaged to be able to tell of the dewnfull of anolher
shanly where from 80 to 100 children were some-
times huddied together for the purpose of learning,
in a space of about 18 feet £quare. [ allude to School
No. 1, where & very substantisl snd comwodicns
building bas been erected, and furnished with the ne~
ceaiary accomodations for the proper traioning of the
jouth of the neighborbood. The Separate Schools
here, two of which are in 8 very flourishing state,
owe much of their present efficiency 10 the encrgetie
and persevering eforts of the Rev. M. Stafford who
takes a very lively interest in the edacation of his
people—commendiog and encruraging the indoa-

trious sud pains taking teacher, and making the situ-
ation of the careless and inert samewhat uncomfert-

able”

Father Stafforc’s liberality in purchasing with
his own private purse, prizes to be competed for
by the stodents of the schools mth which he was
connected, is nothing new to us. The Panish of
Wolle Island 1, or was,ndebted to Mr. Stafford
ina considerable amount for moneys given on
various oceasions by him, for purposes of improve-
ment connected with the church property and
schools in that Parish.

Aand now, we are informed, that the reverend
gentleman can boast of baving one of the ficest
Separate Schools in his mission that can be found
in the Province.

We wish Rev. M. Stafford every success in
his efforts to advance the the interests of educa—
tion, and trust that bis wfiuence may enable bim
to effect still greater improvements on the old
order of thiegs.

We clip tbe followmg paragraph from the
Montreal Herald, and would add that it 1s
slightly in error with regard to the actusl num-
ber of acres i the Nun’s Island property. We
understand that there are about 800 acres m the
above property. The busk portion 13 well
wooded consisting, amongst other valuable kinds
of iimber, of a very large proportion of sound
thrifty maple :—

porary bridge might be constructed, and carriages
could then drive right out from the city, over the
bridge, round the Ieland Park, and back to the city
within an hour. The buildings on the Island would,
algo, nrove very ugeful for meetings, concerts, and
other purposes ; while the Island is extensive anough
to afford ample apace for cricket. lacrosse, and other
athletic gamer, without interfering with the preme-
nades, ~Herald. :

We agree with the Herald as to the fitness
of the Nun’s Island for a Public Park,and think
that if a bridge, at a moderate cost, could be
constructed at the point referred to, the Island
would be a most desirable place for people to
spend their leisure hours, away from the cust and
turmoil of the city.

The buildings on this property might also be
turned to good account. They are large and
a good state of repair and might be used for
many purposes of public pleasure or utility.

per authorities move in the matter at once, and

fiad ‘out 1f-tbe Nuns are desmrous of partig with
their property and it they would take the price
which the Herald thinks the property could be
bought for, nemely, $300000 for 250 acres,
whick would be about $1200 an acre for the
whole.

a few miles from the city of Washington, which
he visited, and from personal observation bears
testimony to thz order, neatness, &e., of the
whole wstifution.

After speaking of the general proficiency of
the pupils, and the (act that several of them have
gone forth to discharge the duties of teachers in
otber establishments of the kind, he (riumphantly
asks :—

“ Why does pot cur celehrated Mile-snd Insttute
ghow fruits like thess? We have no donbt that
peitber emoking nor card-playing are sllowed in the
.T‘Vnshin_glon Coliege for the deaf-snd-Jumb; nor do
ite pupila we presume, frequent low grog-shops, or
worse houses, when they get out. Neither does it
threaten with actions of damages any one who criti-
cisea it, if it bas anything about it to criticise.”

Naw, Sir, to a person who has watched the
controversy between you and the Darly Witness,
concerawg (his same Mile—ead Tostitution, ir ap-
pears wonderful how J. D, could again have the
unblushing effrontery of makiog use of the self
same language, for which he made a most ering-
ing whining apology m the Witness of the 15th
of last April. No doubt it was the wholesome
fear of the law that compelied bim to retract azd
swallow the gross falsehoods he published about
this Mile-end Institution, which, by the way,
seems to he an eye-sore, and a serious stumbling
block to this apostle of righteovsness.

His conduct evidently shows that considera-
tions of a moral character, such as an uswilling-
ness to malign his neighbor and rob him of what
the Seripture saith, gold in comparison 1s thrash,
have as much effect on the elastic conscience of
the slandering truth loving editor of the Daly
Witness, as they could be supposed to have on
that of the maz w2 the moon.

In order to place the matter more clearly be-
fore the public, [ will, with yoer permission, re
capitulate some of the statemeats which this con-
scientious editor was forced to make n repara-
tion for the hbels he had already published
agalast the establishment above referred to.

However, none of
the pupils have played since last Fall.

# The statement that the pupila were often found
over their glasges, in out of the way ealoons, and
gambling with cards, 2nd praying m their fasbion by
crossieg their forebeads for victory in their game, is
altogetber untrue, a8 the pupils are n .t sllowed to
go ont of the institution, but very eeldom, and on
special leave and for urgent business.

4 Ag to the old pupila who haveleft the institution,
most of them have gome to the country paris from
whence they came.

i There are but three in the cily, all of whom are
well behavsd asd indostrious, and none of them to
be geen in saloons or gambling houses.

« In view of the above statements of the aceuracy
of which we are sssured, we sincerely regret we
shonld have been the meaus of spreading any unn.
founded acensations caleulated to injare this insti
tution, and cest & reproach on ite msanager,

 The statement that no coroner’s inquest bad been
held, was, ag we have befors explained, entirely er-
touneous, and there appears to have been no question
about property at allin the cage; some of the other
statements appear to have been greatly exaggerated,
go that the writer of the commupnication, who, we are
convinced, is tborongbly hopest, and so far as mat-
ters come withip his own cognizance, reiiable, appears
+0 have been in some respects led sstray  For beiog
jnstramental in throwing nonmerited blame on the
mapagers of the ipstitation in question, we desire
most amply and publicly to apologize, more esve-
cially as our wish is to aid every good work, and
especially such etforts ag those of Mr. Bellanger, a8
much as we can; and we must add that one objsot
of aoything we bave inserted about this oze from firat
to last, has been the good of the institntion, and
nothing was put in except what was believed to be
strictly correct, although in the case of the above
parsgraph, that belief wAs, 83 now appears, not well
founded.”

In the face of this wneakingly submissive
sthack-down,” this religious firebrand has the un-
precedented hardihood to again repeat the
charges in his issue of the 16th instant,ior which,
in his paper of the 19th April, he expressed his
hypocritical sorrow and contritien.

Sir,— The Jubilee, which is pow beiog cele-
brated throvghout the Catholic Chureh, took
place at Contreceeur last week. It lasted three
days, during which several hundreds of the faith-
ful appreached the Sacraments of the Churck.

The zealous Pastor of the place, Rev. Mr.
Chevigoe, was assisted in the several religious
exercises which composed it, by several of the
clergymen of the surrounding Parnshes. The
Revr. Mr. Dupuis, Pastor of St. Antoine’s,
preached on the occasion. He spoke of faith
josed with works—for both were necessary—of
faith to the teachwgs of the Church. The
Church 1t faith, morals, and discipline was 1n-
fallible, and could teach nothing in practice
against these. Tlence the reason the faithful bad
of yielding strong and mplicit faith to all her
teachings. For she taught, and could not teach,
anything wrong.

The reverend gentleman took occasion hke-
wise lo speak at considerable length on the ap-
proacking (Ecumenical Council, briefly stating
the origin, pature, and object of such assemblies
of the Cburch. He spoke of the grave reasons
which induced the Church to convoke the present
Council, notably the reform aud restoratior of
discipline, the correction of the many errors and
abuses so prevalent in the world, and which are
30 detrimental to the best interests of society,
ecclesiastical and civil, wherever they exist,

To s last discourse, the eloquent preacter
took for hie text the words of the Psalmist:
% The Lord is adm’rable in all bis works.”—
Divine works always had certain charactenstics
proper to themselves, to distinguish them from
merely buman. Applfuag this reasoniog to the
Church, it was not hard to see that ber establish-
ment and existence easily came uader the words
of the Psalmist: ¢ Tbe Lord 15 admirable in all
His works.”> The Church was established by
the Divine Hand, and sustamned by the same dur-
ing the last 19 centuries, otberwise she would
havelong ago been pulled down, like all otber
buman institutions, by the band of man, As for
bumao institutions, the band of man put them vp,
and the same band pulled them down ; but for
the Chureb, 1t was tbe strong hand of God that
put ber up, and the weak baod of man did Lot
and could not, pull her down. Hence the im-
potent attempts of the wicked, her enemies, for
her destruction, and hence, too, they as often
falled as they attempted it.

The rev. geatleman, with much force and elo-
quence, dwelt on the Iiberty of the Cherch. It
was all important that the Church should be free
and unfettered in her external relations and juris
diction with the Bishops and the faitbful through
out the world, The she certainly could not be
if her visible head on earth, the Successor in the
Chair of St. Peter, was forced to take refuge
under the @gis of any other foreign potentate or
government from that of bis own iz Rome. He
might, for instance, live at Vienna, Tloreace,
Paris or New York; but it was quite evident
be could not do sc without being sbackied in Lhe
free exercise of the rights of the Church, by the
potentates and governments of these countries.
The pages of Ecclesiastical history were not
without striking examples of this truta.

This the enemies of the Church well under-
stand, and 1t is to the attainment of this end that
all their vamn efforts are directed. The many
ardent defenders of the Church and her divine
rights know all this, too ; and hence their earnest
desires for the maintenance of her liberties and
rights unfsttered and uashackled, and the over-
throw of her enemies—Satan and his followers
and their wotks. It was for this reason, too,

that our owa Canada though small, poor and far
away, sent her swall, but still respectable con-
tingent of brave young men to recrwit the papal
army aod defend those rights and liberties so
dear to every Catholic breast.

A terrible and fatal acerdent occurred at Jones
Falls on the Bideau Canal, on Friday eveninx
last.

About 5
o’clock on that eveping several barges loaded
with_ wood for Kingston were bemg locked
tbrough. As the first one was ready to leave the
second lock, the gates in froot gave way, pre-
cipitating the barge and crew down through the
two next lacks, all the gates being broken. The
barge made a descent of 42 feet,

A farmer residing m the neighborhood, named
Michaet Timlin, bad just stepped on to the barge
on scme business. .Inits descent the barge was
completely wrecked, and poer Timlia was either
Inlled or drowned. Oae of the boat hands, named
Kelly, was also so badly iojured that he has since
died 1w the Hotel Dieu hospital, Kiogston,
where he was taken by bis comrades immediately
afier the occurrence.

Au inquest was held the mext day on the”
body of Timlin by Dr. Preston of Newbooro
Coroner, when a verdict of accidental death was
that the shole accident was
caused by a defect in the gates. Several wit-
pesses testified that the gates were rotten.
Timlia leaves a widow and several helpless ckil~
dren n poor ewcumstances. His body way
wterred ia the Catholic cemetery at Philipwille
the fuperal service beicg performed by the Rev,
J. O'Doanell of Westport.

A large number of Cathohes as well as Pro.
testants attended the funeral testifying their res-
pect for the deceased and sympathy for his
bereaved family.
