ARTIcLE 21
Emergency communications

Subject to the internai regulations of each country, 'any radio transtations, may, during a period of emergency in which normal commun,facilities are disrupted as a resuit of hurricanie, flood, earthquake ordisastr, carr~y on emergency communication wlth points other thawnormally authorized.

§ 1. The con racting Governments shaIi take appropriate measinsure the estalisihmient and main1teniance of adequate radio services, oor licensed by the Goverment for the safety of navigation by sea and a§ 2. Further to promote the safety of life at sea and in the air, f~tracting Governmenté which are party to the International ConventonSafety of Life at &ea, the International Civil Aviation Organizatin 8International Telecommuni cations Cotnventioni eurrently in fo>rce, or tmore of them, undertake to give effeet to the appropriate radio provisionsto promulgate ail related regulations necessry to give those provisions fcomplete effect.
§ 3. The contracting Governmernts hich are flot party bo any of thementioned international instruments unde4take bo promnuigate such regand bo take ail other necessary measures to promote the use of radio for slife at sea and in the air ini ac>rd1anie with t~he oibjectives and witlfrarnewoprk of those agree~men~ts.
