The importance of the services
sector to Canada’s economy and to
its international trade is getting
increased recognition nationally.

Domestic services industries ac-
count for 66 per cent of gross domes-
tic product and over 71 per cent of
employment. They also offer sub-
stantial potential for increased ex-
ports— particularlyundertheFree
Trade Agreement (FTA) and the
North American Free Trade Agree-
ment (NAFTA).

Service sectors of particular im-
portance include engineering and
management consulting, training,
financial, communications and
transportation.

AstrongCanadian servicessector
is critical to the competitiveness of
Canada’s resource, manufacturing
andotherindustries which purchase
services as inputs. In this manner
they contribute to industrial com-
petitiveness and facilitate the pen-
etrationof Canadiantechnologyand
equipment into foreign markets.

Theimportance of services exports
isreflected in the creation of Exter-
nal Affairs and International Trade
Canada’s (EAITC’s) Financial and
Business Services Division (TPF)
which has become EAITC's focal
point for export financing and In-
ternational Financial Institution
matters.

It is also concerned with consult-
ing engineering, architectural and
construction services, trading
houses, education and training
services, financial, legal and ac-
counting services, management
consulting, advertising, healthand
distribution services.

Recent activities have included
TPF's first ever business services
trade mission to Central and East-
ern Europe. The mission consisted
of representatives from the finan-
cial,legal, management consulting,

and education and training serv-
ices sectors.

Also conducted was a cross-
Canada program of seminars to
highlight financial support avail-
able to the services sector.

For ExportVision’92, held in
November, TPF organized the
NAFTA/services component, semi-
nars that were held in six major
cities across the country.

In addition to these specific trade
activities, the division also coordi-
nates the regular reporting of mar-

ket intelligence on services from
overseas, disseminatessuchintelli-
gence to the industry, and coordi-
nates EAITC’s National Services
Month.

The first Canadian Awards for
Private Sector Contribution to
International Development
were presented recently at the Sth
Annual Canadian Exporters’ Asso-
ciation (CEAYCanadian Interna-
tional Development Agency (CIDA)
Consultations.

The awards are a CEA initiative
intended to underline the impor-
tance and excellence of the contri-
bution of the private sector to in-
ternational development.

The 1992 award-winning compa-
nies were selected by a“blueribbon”
panel from submissions by 46
companies (entering a total of 57
projects) from across Canada.
