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(k) Develop *or maintain necessary legisiation andl/or other
regulatory provisions for the protection of threatened species andi
populations;

(1) Where a significant adverse effeot on biological dîversity has
been determined pursuant to Article 7, regulate or manage therelevant
processes and categories of activities; and

(m) Cooperate in providing f inanciai andl other support for in-situ
conservation outlined in subparagraphs (a) to (1) above, particularly to
developing countries.

Article 9. Ex-situ Conservation

Each Contracting Party shall, as far as possible and as appropriate,
andl predominantly for the purpose of complementing in-situ measures:

(a) Adopt measures for the ex-situ conservation of components of
biological diversity, preferably in the country of origin of such
components;

(b) Establish and maintain facilities for ex-situ conservation of
and research on plants, animais and micro-organisms, preferably in the
country of origin o! genetic resources;

(c) Adopt measures for the recovery andl rehabilitation o!
threatened species andt for their reintroduction into their natural
habitats uxxier appropriate condtitions;

(d) Regulate sand manage collection of biological resources from
natural habitats for ex-situ conservation purposes so as not to threaten
ecosystems and in-situ populations o! species, except where special
temporary ex-si tu measures are required under subparagraph (c) above: snd

(e) Cooperate in providing f inancial snd other support for ex-situ
conservation outlined in subparagraphs (a) to (d) above and in the
establishment andl maintenance of ex-situ conservation facilities in
developing countries.

Article 10. Sustairjable Use of Components of Biologica) Diversîty

Each Contracting Party shall, as far as possible and as appropriate:

(a) Integrate consideration of the conservation andt sustainable use
of biological resources into national decision-making;

(b) Adopt measures relating to the use o! biological resources to
avoid or minimize adverse impacts on biological diversity;
