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ANNEX "a"
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA

The responsibilities of the Government of Canada in respect
of a specific project shall be defined in the subsidiary
agreement in respect of the said project, in accordance with
the principle of cost sharing between the Government of
Canada and the Government of the Socialist Republic of
Vietnam.

Contracts to obtain goods and services financed by the
Government of Canada and required for the execution of
projects shall be signed by the Government of Canada or
one of its agencies. However, it may be provided in any
subsidiary agreement that such contracts may be signed by
the Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam or one
of its agencies in accordance with the terms and conditions
specified in such subsidiary agreement.

The Government of Canada shall provide the Government of the
Socialist Republic of Vietnam, in a timely manner, with the
names of the Canadian personnel and their dependants
entitled to the rights and privileges set forth in this
Agreement or in any subsidiary document.

The Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam may
request the recall or replacement of any Canadian personnel
whose performance or conduct is deemed unsatisfactory. 1In
any such matter, and prior to official action being taken,
the Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam shall
consult with the Government of Canada.

The Government of Canada may recall any Canadian personnel.
Prior to official action being taken, the Government of
Canada shall consult with the Government of the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam in regard to the matter, as well as on
arrangements to ensure the early replacement of Canadian
personnel who are recalled.
