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Annex 1

1. Each Party shall permit wine imported from another Party for domestic consumption 
and wine produced in its territory for domestic consumption to be labelled as Icewine, ice 
wine, ice-wine or similar variation thereof, only if that wine is made exclusively from grapes 
naturally frozen on the vine.

2. Notwithstanding paragraph 1, New Zealand shall implement the obligation in 
Article 12 by ensuring that wine exported to any Party is labelled as Icewine, ice wine, 
ice-wine or similar variation thereof, only if that wine is made exclusively from grapes 
naturally frozen on the vine.
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
