Mr. Pickersgill: -because I do not pretend
to know the answers in detail to most of the
questions that might be asked about my de-
partment, without inquiry. In this particular
case I understand there bas to be a good
deal of work done on the foundations. Be-
cause, as the hon. gentleman well knows, the
terrain being what it is, it is very important
that before an expensive building is erected
there we be sure there is an adequate founda-
tion. The planning is going ahead and every-
thing is being done with the hope that the
project will be started before the end of this
year and completed in time for the centenary.
