The hon. mem-
ber says it is very urgent, and I will accept
his word for it and allow the minister to
reply.

Hon. L. T. Pennell (Solicitor General): I
thank the hon. member for giving me notice
of his intention to ask this question. I can
only say that an investigation is proceeding.
At the time I came into the chamber I was
informed no charges had been laid. Perhaps I
ought not to go beyond that statement at this
point.

Mr. H. Russell MacEwan (Pictou): May I
ask a supplementary question. Can the minis-
ter advise whether this arrest is related to
the three bank holdups in the county of
Pictou within the last nine months?
