OTTAWA RIVER-ACTION UNDER CANADA
WATER ACT

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Energy.
Mines and Resources): Mr. Speaker, I would
be glad to consider that suggestion, but for
the hon. member's information there is anoth-
er part to Parliament, the Senate, which bas
not yet passed the bill.

MIRAMICHI RIVER-PRESENCE OF TOXIC SUB-

STANCES-PAYMENT FOR DAMAGE

Mr. Lloyd R. Crouse (South Shore): Mr.
Speaker, I wish to direct a question to the
Minister of Fisheries and Forestry. In view of
the statement made by the Parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Fisheries and
Forestry on June 4 in the House that the
department bas already spent $500,000 to con-
trol toxicity from plant waste of Heath Steel
Mines spilled into the Miramichi River, would
the minister give the most recent figures on
the amounts spent by the government in this
area and inform the House whether the
efforts of his department to clean up this
pollution are having any effect?

Since the spillage of acids into
the Miramichi was due to a construction fault
in the piping of a private firm, is this firm
going to pay for all the damage caused to the
ecology and fisheries resources as well as for
cleaning up the area?
