that the world has ever seen. And under

the shadow of the Cross, and with the symbol

of the Cross, they conquered. Because the

day came, and it was not so long postponed,

when the haughty knee of Constantine bowed

before the humble but beneficent figure of

Jesus of Nazareth ! If a tiny band of men
and women could do that, what can the

900,000 Church members of Canada, what

can the 3,000,000 Church members of America

not do ? The fact is, the successful conduct

of the Laymei/.-> Missionary Movement means

the serving of notice on the myriad hosts of

heathenism, that the united bjdy of Protes-

tant Christianity is advancing against them

—

to achieve their salvation.
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
