can be brought to enter into such a scheme

shall have English money, she will find,

in the outset, all the powers have a price

;

and, during the exterminating conflict,

defaulters, as usual, will appear; and, in

the end, she will find, that she remains

just so much worse than she is now, as

she is worse now than when she began the

late war.
