The first witness was Robert Oli-
phant, chairman of the expenditure
committee of the Mutual Life Insur-
ance Company.

Gillette Justifies.

PANIC FROM EARTHQUAKE,

—
Midnight Shocks in Scottish Comne
ties Awe Inhabitants,
s

For the second time within two
months the people of Perthshire and
Stirlingshire, Scotland,have been alarm-
ed by an earthquake,

On the present occasion the shock
was experienced between twelve and
one o'clock in the morning, and was
felt over an area embracing the great-
er part of the two counties,

In almost all the places from which
reports have been received the earth-
quake lasted severa]l seconds, and was
meore severe than on the last occasion,
The direction of the tremor seemed to
be from northwest to southeast,

The Town of Stirling suffered most
severely. Houses rocked so violently as
to cause sickness among the inmates.
Furniture was thrown from one side Lo
the other and back again; crockery was
huried off shelves and was scattered
on the floor in broken pleces; and pic~
tures rattied on the walls,

People, awakened from sleep hy the
crashing noises, jumped out of bed,
and in only scanty attire rushed into
the stréet in amazement, and many
were panic-stricken. It was some
time before their fears that a 4terrible
disaster had overtaken them were al-
layed. ;

The inhabitants of the villages at the

)’ foot of the Ochil Hills had a terrifying

experience. Houses oscillated violently
for several seconds, as tho a great
upheaval were taking place.

At Causewayhead the villagers were
so alarmed that they ran for safety
into the open country, There were
several cases of nausea and hysterics,
and’ ‘'many women were seen on the
roadside weeping and praying. The
excitement continued thruout the night,
people refusing to go to bed again cr
to be pacified by assurances that all
danger was past, v

A rallway signalman on duty in a
cabin at Cornton was driven almost
distracted by the simultaneous ringing
of 2 number of bells, which seemed to
suggest that several stations along the
line were calling urgently for assist-
ance,

An upheaval occurred in the villages
round the historic fleld of Bannockburn,
but no material damage was done. At
Tillicoultry houses rocked to and fro,
and dishes were sent flying from the
shelves, while the prevailing terror was
increased by loud crashing reports as if
the houses were collapsing.

At the waterside town of Alloa the
disturbance was not so violent, but it
was sufficient to rattle windows and
send pictures swinging backwards ard
forwards on the walls, Matters here
took a farcical turn when several heads
of families mistook each other for
burglars.

The shock at Alloa had all the symp-
toms of & dynamite explosion. A ter-
rific report reverberated from hill to
hill,. but, singularly enough, the only
motion felt was a quiver. Household-
ers, however, were in a state of terror
for some time, and many people ran
about the streets helf dressed, beseech-
ing others who displayed more nerve
to tell them what had happened. :
