ENCOURAGING BEET SUGAR

s s st
Government Announces a Plan for
Assisting Infant Induostry.

Ottawa, Mareh 5.—(Special.)=At the

. evening session- of the house, In discuss-
(ing:the sugar schedule, Mr. Paterson claim.-
ed that the changes in the tariff would uot
increase the cost of sugar to the consumer,
Hon, George E. Feoster thought the coa-
sumer always paid the tax.

Mr. I'aterson estimated that the increas-
ed revenue would be about $200.000. "I'he
government needed a surplus to develop the
transportation facllities of the country. e
siated tbat 95 per cent. of our sugar was
refired in Canada.

In regard to beet sugar, the finance min-
Ister sald a new depdnlm- had been de-
termined upon. The great drawback to the
industry in Canada was that as the factor-
1es converted the beet julce direct to granu-

lated sugar they could be kept in opera-
tlon for only about two months In the year
in which the beets were. coming in. The
government proposad to éncourage an in-

termediate process by allowlng the factor-
les to Import raw beet sugar for a period
of three years, in the proportion of two
pernds for mcn pound of refined sugar
they produced from Canadian- -grown beats,

As the Ontario government had granted a
bonus to the

beet sugar factorles, the Do-
Iinion government felt this was the least
they ‘cculd do to ald in the encouragement
of the industry,

Ottawa, March b5.—(Specidl.)—W. F.
Maclean (South York) brought to the
attention of the house this afterhoon
the anomaly presented by the present
government in pressing for legislation
and at the same time proclaiming that
it has no power to enforce the acts of
parliament. ‘

Upon motion to go into committee
of ways and means, he offered the
followi amendment:

‘“Resolved, that in the opinion of this
house the government of the ddy is
responsible for the due enforcement of
all federal laws; and that if any fur-
ther legislation is necessary (o se-
cure such dune enforcement, and the
punishment of violations thereof, it is
the duty of the government to forth-
with introduce such legislation.”

The issues involved in this resolu-
tion, sald Mr, Maclean, went to the
very heart and life of our government.
1{ parliament was ‘unable to compe!
obedience to the laws it passed it had
cedsed to be a parliament.

to whether or no any federal law
should be enforced was, to quote
them, “a maiter to be decided by the
verious provinces.)’ No statute, there-
fore, could be enforced in any pro-
vince unjess it mei with the approval
of the attorney-genéral of that pgo-
vince.

To them were
cemmitted the execution and enforce-
ment of federal legislation. One min-
