The Irregularities at the House of Refuge
—Death of Two Well-Known
Citizens.

Hamilton, Nov. 16. — (Special.) — County
Attorney John Crerar has replied to the
letter of the City OClerk, suggesting that
some actlon be iakenin connection with
the irregularities in the conduct of the
House of Refuge. The County Attorney
irclines to the belief that such action is
not incumbent upon him and gives his rea-

:on:t gor not taking such action, at soine
€L .

He recites the paragraph in Judge Sni-
der's finding dealipg with the meat con-
tracts, and he says it does not charge
ony one with actual fraud or deliberate
wrong-doing, and it is onmly inferred that
the amount supplied exceeded the physical
ecapacity of the inmates. He says he could
easily suggest how such guantities of meat
could be disposed of without necessarily
reflecting on any official’s honesty in the
refuge.

The County Attorney is also of the opin-
fon that the alleged cdllusion on the art
of the contractors was perfectly legal. ith
reference to Contractor Small’s connection
with the seandals, Mr. Crerar makes ref-
erence to the cheque for $110 sent to the
City Clerk’ in satisfaction for the over-
ckarge of tea, and states that Mr. Lazler,
sed him that the errors in
question were not made with fraudulent in-
tent and that Small & Son are ready to
reimburse the city. The official does not
consider it his duty to Initiate criminal
charges, and it is an open question, in his
mind, whether the facts found in the
judge’s report would embody a criminal of-
ferce. In conclusion, Mr. Crerar suggests
that the Coureil should be guided in the
premiges by the advice of the City At-
torrey.

TO FORTIFY ESQUIMALT.,

-

A {Despatch as to Britain’s Intention to
_Make the Fortress Impregnable.

Chleago, Nov. 16.—A special from Vie-
toria, B.C., says: Having made Esquimalt
nd Vietoria, B.C., impregnable by land
defences, the British Wan Office is now
moving to make the former one of the
strongest strategic points in the Empire.
Private advices from Admiral Stephenson
say the North Atlantic and North cifie
squadrons are to be rebabilitated at ouce.
At Esquimalt the flagship Im?erleusq \an
armored twin screw cruiser.of 8400 tons,
is the only modern vessel, the five others
being two third-class cruisers, two screw
sloops and one gunboat. It is the intention
to replace Satellite, one of the third-class
cruisers, at once by Phaeton, a second-class
cruiser of 4500 tons, and at intervals of a
few months each of the others will be re-
glnced by & modern steel armored crulser,
eavily armed and speedier than the pre-
sent vessels. Three torpedo boat destroyers
will be attached to the flagship.

ON THE ATLANTIC.

At Hallifax the present fleet will be re-
inforced by the Terrible, one of the first-
class crulsers, of 14,000 tons, and a similar
vessel will come to Esquimalt with three
attendant torpedo boat destroyers. Tlis
will make a force of men at the sta-
tion there under charge of the Admiral

As to the Atlantic there will be two
fleets, one at Halifax, and one at the West
Indies, instead of one fleet ° summering
north and wintering south. These will
comprise theé heaviest naval force main-
tained by Great Britain away from home
waters, and the South African fleet may
act with these In either ocean to protect a
reliable route should any European power
close the Buez Canal. -

TO PROTECT THE C.P.R.
