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PROPOSE TO HAVEYES LECALITY TESTED.

The Strike May Be Extended to the Central
District of Pennsylvania. :

‘Reynoldsville Miners Talk of Raiding Other Mines Belonging to
the Company—The Bill of Injunction Filed, and President
Dolan of the Mine Workers’ Union Was Surprised—Buffalo
Is Getting Short of Coal—The Firemen Authorized to Take
Possession of All the Coal in Sight if They Run Short—
Hamilton Dealers Afraid of a Shortage—Springfield, IIl.,

Men on the March.

Pittsburg, Aug. 12. — The striking
miners at Canonsburg have determined
to force the injunction issued by con-
tinuing the daily marches gnd meetings
in the neighborhood of the McGovern
and Canonsburg mines, in spite of the
order of Judge Mcllwaine of Washmg-
ton, forbidding marches on the pubn'ic
roads leading to the mines. T'he purpose
is to have the men arrested in order to
test the legality of the injunction.

Informatien has, been received by the
Pittsburg operators that the mines of
the Bell, Lewis and Yates Company have
struck in the Reynoldsville district, and
that all the mines of the company are
idle. The company is one of the heaviest
tonnage producers in the northern field,
and shipped extemnsively to the Buffalo
and New York State markets, as well
as to the eastern seaboard coaling docks.
About 8000 men were employed.

Serious trouble was threatened at
Unity at 4 o'clock this morning. Deputy
Sheriff Richards was in charge of some
men going to work, and the strikers ran
@ghead of the men hooting and jeering
zhem. Sheriff Richards ordered the
strikers to move, but they refused. He
then called on his other deputies to as-
sist him, and. the strikers, seeing that
he meant what he said, moved off, still
booting the men going to work.

Central Miners Dissatisfied. .

.. Ex-State President George Harris of
the Old Miners’ Union was in confer-
ence here to-day with the miners’ offic-
rials relative to the extension of the
strike into the central coal fields of
Pennsylvania. He stated that the miners
are dissatisfied, and he believes can be
induced to quit work, which would aid
materially in bringing success to tie
movement. The Jefferson-Cleartficld
Coal and Iron Company employs about
10,000 men, he says, and they are turn-
ing out daily from 30,000 to 85,000 tons
of coal, most of which is being shipped
to the Pittsburg market. I

The Reynoldsville miners, numbering
1000, have already quit work, and are
now considering the advisability of mak-

ing 4 raid on the other mines of the

company located in Jefferson County,
and inducing them to quit work. It was
decided to start the movement at once.
A convention will be held during the
early part of next week at Grove City,
which will be attended by delegates from
the mines in Mercer, Lawrence and But-
ler Counties. Meetings also will be ar-
ranged for all the principal points in
Jefferson. Clearfield and Cambria Coun-
ties. .

We will stay there re-
gardless of every judge in Allegheny
County, and if they try to enforce the
injunction they will have to build more
jails to accommodate the men.” When
the news of the injunction granted by
the county courts, practically breaking
up the camp, reached Turtle Creek, the
wildest excitement ensued. The strikers
were emphatic in their protests against
the aetion.

A conference of the camp leaders was
at once called for and plans were d’s-
cussed for some means of holding tke
ground gained against the New York
and "Cleveland Gas Coal Company’s
men.,

CLAIM THAT DRUGGISTS SHOULD NOT SELL IT.

Prominent Members of the Medical Profession in Toronto Swear
That It Is a Medicated Wine.

A Case of Exceptional Interest to Druggists Heard .in the Police Court
Yesterday—On the Decision Rests the. Right of Druggists to Sell Any
Tincture or Preparation Containing Alcohol—The Paris Firm of
Mariani & Co. Make a Powerful Line of Defence—Magis-
trate Kingsford Allows the Case to be Presented

The Ontario Liquor License Act has been
the cause of an immense amount of liti-
gation in this Province, but it is doubt-
ful if a more interesting case, ‘'or one more
calculated to test the spirit of this law,
ever came before a court than that which
was heard by Magistrate Kingsford yes-
terday in the Police Court, when Hooper
& Co., the well-known King-street drug-
gists, were charged with selling and keep-
ing for sale intoxicating liguor without
a license. The article which the Crown
tried to prove was an intoxicating liquor
was none other than the celebrated Vin
Mariani, the tonic wine used all over
the eclvilized world and ‘sold by nearly
every druggist in Canada. The action,
therefore, is ome of great {interest to
druggists, and the drug trade generally,
and in fact to the thousands who have
purchased this well-known' tonie at their
druggist's. The most important feature of
the action, however, is the test of the
License Act and  the demonstration of
the ridiculous situations which can be
created by a striet adherence to the very
letter of the law as opposed to the spirit
of the law.

An Important Case,

The importance of the case, from a drug-
gist's standpoint, cannet be over-estimated
for, as J. J. Maclaren, Q.C., the well-

known temperance lawyer, who appeared
for the defence, remarked, if the act cov-
ered such a medicine as Vin Mariani, then
Do druggist could keep ,any tincture, and
this would constitute a startling innova-
tion in the jurisprudence of the country.
As there are about 74 tinetures the im-
portance of the case will. be seen at once.

The Crown case was conducted by Crown
Attorney Curry. R. C. Levesconte
J. J. Maclaren, Q.C., appeared for the de-
fence. Lawrence A. Wilson, agent for
Canada for Vin Mariani, was also present.
The court room was crowded and great
interest was shown in the case, The first
witness was License Inspector Hastings,
who testified that he had purchased a bot-
tle of Vin Mariani at Hooper & Co.'s drug
store on July 22,

An Apalysis,

Prof. Ellis, of Torokto University, swore
that he had analyzed th Mariani pur-
chased by Inspector Hastings and found
it to contain wine and coca erythroxylon.
It contained about 13% per cent. of alco-
hol. It might produce a certain kind of
intoxication, but he would class it as a

medicine and not as a beverage. It was
not so nasty as quinine, and not so bit-
ter. If a man took sufficient Vin Mariani
to become intoxicated he would be afraid
of the results because of the amount of
caca in it. In reply to Mr. Levesconte
Prof. Ellis sald that all tirnctures were
prepared by the use of spirits.
" Sold as a Beverage
Inspector Dexter swore that Vin Mariani

that it would not be an offence for drug-
gists to sell it simply because it was for
sale In saloons. Ginger, peppermint and
buttermilk were sold in saloons, but of
course they were not Intoxicating.

Levesconte asEod for_a CI:)py of tﬁse cir-
cular issued from thé Atto ey-General’s
Department and bearing dlrog?ly upon this
case. Mr. Curry said that no notice had
been given to produce this circular and he
declined to produce it. Mr. Levesconte
said that this circular was specially framed
to prevent druggists being harassed.

Mr. Wilson on the Stand.

Lawrence A. Wilson, agent in Canada
for Vin Mariani, was the next witness. He

‘testified that Vin Mariani contained 1pure

wine and erythroxylon coca leaves, from
Peru. There was about 6 per cent, of
coca in it. It ‘was mot a beverage, but
urely a tonic. Being a tincture of coca
t could not be used as a beverage. No
s{mlrits. whatever, were added. There was
the natural strength of the wine only. A
wine less pure and strong would not hold
the coca in solution. The wine wae not

added necessarily to make it palatable.
The ' elixir was made from the leaves
first and afterwards diluted with natural
wine. Mr. Curry wanted to know if al-
cohol could not be used for the same pur-
pose, and Mr. Wilson replied that while
it might the preparation could not be of-
fered to thetpubhc in that form. Twenty-
five years of cxperience had shown that
the preparation was most acceptable to
the medical profession in its present form.
The same alcohol that preserved the wine
preserved the coca. Water would not do
a8 it would destroy the medicinal effect.
Witness considered coca just as dangerous
as strychnine if taken in too large doses.
Pecple who acquired the cocaine habit did
not follow the proper fomula.
VWhat Prof. Shuitleworth Says,

Prof. Shuttleworth, professor of materia
medica in Trinity College, testified that it
would be all wrong from a pharmacopoeic
standpoint to dilute the elixir of coca with
water. Water was not a.good solvent,
and would not have the proper action on
the coca. He would certainly class Vin
Mariani as a medicine and not as a bever-
age. Witness had known physicians to pre-
scribe it as a nerve tonic. He had never
known aleohol to be prescribed as a nerve
tonic. Nothing could be used to dilute
the coca that would be so palatable and
acceptable generally as good wine,

Nold on Physicians’ Preseriptions.

G. E. Gibbard, druggist, swore that he
had sold Vin Mariani as a nerve tonie, and
on physicians’ prescriptions. He had never

sold It as a beverage and did not consider
it such. He would not sell or recommend
it as a beverage to anyone. At this point
Mr. Curry quoted from a circular issued
by Messrs. Mariani & Co., to the effect
that *‘it Is also an agrecable liqueur,” but
it trapnspired that this had reference to
Elixir Mariani and not Vin Mariani. The
mistake was pointed out and Mr. Curry
passed on to ‘another line of argument.
Sold as a Medicine,

Francis H. Holgate, manager for Hooper
& Co., testified that he sold Vin Mariani
entirely as a medicine and not as a bever-
age. The dose of cocaine was from 15 to
1 grain. There were other wines in the
British Pharmacopofa that might be com-
pared with Vin Mariani. such as quinine
and orange wine, each of which contained
from 10 to 12 per cent. of spirits. Both
were purely medicinal,

Pr, J. E. Graham’s @pinten,

J. E. Graham, M.D., M.R.C.8.,, one of the
most prominent physicians in Canada, tes-
tified that an ordinary dose of cocaine was
from 1-12 1o 16 of a grain. It would cer-
tainly be dangerous to drink a whole bot-
tie of Vin Mariani at once, People who
were addicted to cocaine might take it with-
ont much ill-effect. In his opinion Vin
Mariani was not a beverage, but a medi-
cine and a tonic. It was not suitable for
sale in a saloon, and should be sold by
druggists and by druggzists only. It would
be dangercus to usesas a beverage. If a

person drank a whole bottle of Vin Ma- |

riani there would first be a stimulating and
afterwards a depressing effect. He had
known Vin Mariani for ten or twelve years,

and had frequently prescribed it as a
stimulant and tonic.
Corener Johmson Preseribes It.

Dr. A. Jukes Johnson, coroner for the
City of Toronte, testified that he had pre-
scribed Vin Mariani as a tonie, but never
as a beverage. He would not class it as
a beverage., He had never heard of it be-
ing used as a beverage until told a day or
two ago that it was for sale in some of
the saloons. He would not expeet to see
it on anybody’s table, and certainly would
not have it on his own as a beverage. It
was a stimulant and tonie,” inereasing the
power of digestion and enabling one to
resist the effects of prolonged efforts. It
yas a medicinal wine. Saloons kept lots of
things that should not be used as a bever-
age. Taking Vin Mariani in too large quan-
tities would produce a kind of coma or an
intoxication similar to that produced by
o?lum. Vin Mariani was described in one
of the I‘)harmncopolas.

The French Codex, recognized all over
the world, was here produced coataining
a description of Vin Marjani.

Supporter of Waning Encrgies.

Dr. Willlam Nattress testified that he had
been in the habit of regularly prescribing
Vin Mariani in his practice for the last
thirteen years as a nerve tonic and sup-
porter of waning energies. He had also
prescribed it for persons in the latter stages
of consumption and found it efficacious. He
had always known it as a coca wine and
medicinal preparation. He would not class
it as a beverage, and in his opinion it should
be sold by druggists and not in hotels. The
amount of eoea it contained made it’unsafe
as a beverage. He would class it as a pro-
prietary medieine.

A Valuable Medieinal Agent.

Dr. J. O. Orr testified that he frequently,

reseribed Vin Mariani in his practice.. H

ad found it a valuable medicinal agent.
It was largely used for throdt troubles and
as a tonic, and was most decidedly a medi-
cine and not a beverage.

Uised os a Medicine.

Dr. W. H. B. Aikins testified that he had
prescribed Vin Mariani as a tonic. It was
a bona fide medicine and not a beverage,
If taken in very large quantities the alco-
Lol in it might bave a stimulating effect,
but the effect of the coca would foliow and
be more lnsunf.

Magistrate Kingsford remarked that while

he had no doubt from the evidence that
Vin Mariani was an excellent tonic, he had
to administer the law as he found it. Per-
haps some change should be made in the
law, but evidence had been given showing
that Vin Marfani contained alcohol,

The defence then called Dr. J. E. Blliott,
who testified that he had prescribed Vin
Mariani regularly in his practice for brain
exhaustion and anaemia. He considered it
non-alcoholic from a medieinal point of
view, as the comgonent parts of Vin Ma-
riana included in the French Pharmacopoeia
clearly proved that the coca was more pow-
erful than the wine used to diffuse it, and
consequently the drug would have the pri-
mary effect. It certainly should be pre-
scribed by a physician,

CYCLE MANUFACOTURERS COMBINE,

Alarmed at the’ Demand of Workmen for
Forty-Eight HMours a Week.

London, Aug. 12.—At a meeting of th:
Cycle Manufacturers’ Protective Associa-
ticn in Coventiy to-day, a resolution was
adopted -expressing alarm at the engm-
eers, a large number of whom are either
on strike or locked out, demanding that
48 hours should constitute a weeks
work, while the men employed in the
same branches in the United Ntates
worked 60; hours and those on the conti-
aent nearly 70 hours per week.

The resolution also expressed sym-
pathy with the federation of engineering
and shipbuilding employers in its resist-
ance to the demands of the Amalgam-
ated Engineers.

This action is regarded as foreshadow-
ing a large accession of cycle firms to
the Employers’ Federation. 2

The twenty-one cycle firms who joined
the Federation on July 27 were all in
the Nottingham district.
