The Territorinl Integrity of the
Celestial Empire is to Be Main-
tained Thereby.

Washington, Oct. 31.—The State Depart
meént to-day made public the British-Ger-
man agreement respecting the maintenance
of the “‘open-door” and territorial integrity
of China, with the answer of the United
States Government, sent in duplicate to
each of the principals to the agreement.
The principles are:

The Open Door,
1-—It is @ matter of joint and perma-

nent international inferest . that the
ports on the rivers and litteral of
China should remain free aud open to
trade and to every other legitimate
form of economic activity for t%e pa-
tionalities of all countries without dis-
tinction, andthe two Governments agree
on their part to uphold the same for
all Chinese territory so far as they
can exercise influence.

The United States agrees with the above
clause,

A Promise for Themselves.
2—Her Britannic Majesty’'s Govern-
-ment and the Imperial German Govern-
ment will not oh their part make use
of the ezmem.ent nplications to obtain
for th ives any territorial advan-
tages in Chinese dominions, and will
direct their policy toward maintaining
undiminished the territorial condition
of the Chinese Empire.
Regarding the Third Clause,

The third clause of the agreement pro-
vides:

3—In case of another power making
use of the complications in China in
order to obtain, under any form what-
ever, such territorial advantages, the
two contracting parties reserve to them-
_selves to come to a preliminary under-
stand| as to the eventual steps to be
taken for the protection of their own
interests In China,

As to a Reciprocal Arrangement.

As this clause refers to a reciprocal ar
racgement between the two high contract-
ing powers, the Government of the United
States does not regard itself as called upon
to express an opinion in vespect to it.

Addressed to Germany Also.

A similar note, mutatis mutandis, was
addressed on the same day l;{ the Secre-
tary of State to the Imperial German
Charge d’Affaires.

Thus the profits for the past year
show an Increase over those of six years ago of 57 per cent.

Commencing in a very small way in Canada in 1882, and in the United States In
1884, the business has advanced rapldly each year, until its transaé¢tions now in-
volve dealings with over 10,000 customers in'a single year, while itg offshoots have
been firmly and profitably established in London, Berlin and Australia.

The increase In business is not confined to any section, but has been participated
in by each of the three factories in which the Company is interested, viz., Toronto,
Niagara Falls and California factories. ¢

Although the business has grown so largely and continuounsly, I do not think It
has at all reached its full development. The growth In population, especlally ini the
United States, steadily increases tne consumption of our goods, while the constant
improvement In the methods adopted by the large departmental stores offers in-
creasing opportunities to us to extend our trade with them. Moreover, we are pay-
ing just now special attention fo the small users of eur goods, aud belleve it 1s
possible to largely extend our trade among this class of customers.

During the year we have Increased our manufacturing plant with machinery that
adds nearly 10 per cent. to our capacity. We have also acquired the patents upon a
machine which will, wé belleve, enable us to cheapen the cost of production of
some of our books. This policy of constantly improving manufacturing facilities,
and of acquiring exclosure rights wyon improved machinery, from time to tln;e, as
opportunity offers, has had much to do with the success of the business in the past.
Our intimate relations with the British, Continental and Australian companies, with
whom we have a close working agreement, assists materially to this end.

I am sure that the fact referred to In the report of the Directors, that our
losses from bad debts amounted, during iast year, to less than one-fitth of 1 per
cent. on the total business done, will be sppreclated by the stockholders as a rather
unusual experience in a manufacturing business having dealings with 80 large a
number of customers.”
