JAKE SKIN AND. THE [GLAND

Mr. J. A. MacRae of the Indian
Department Has Been Interview-
ing the Red Man.

HE WILL PROBABLY BE ARBESTED.}

Jake .and His Wife Assumed a

Hostile Attitude Toward a
Correspondent.

Corfiwall, Ont., May L—(Special.)—Mr.
J. A. MacRae, of the Indian Department,
left for Ottawa to-night, after making a
futile attempt to get the chiefs the
St. Regis and Cornwall Island reserves to
remove Jake Skin from Colquhoun’s Island.
‘Lhe first thing to be done was to establish
the fact that Skin was In possession of
the property., This was done by Mr. B.
W. Collison, a representative of the law
firm of Leitch, Pringle and Cameron, be-
ing sent down to the island to procure
this information. Mr. MacRae then pro-
ceeded to St. Regis and consulted the chiefs
yesterday afternoon. There was not a full
meeting, but enough were present to con-
vey the understanding that they were all
of one mind, and were fully determined
upon pursuing the course mapped out at
Monday’'s pow-wow, that of maintaining
possession of the land, and that they would
not rescind tikeir resglution passed at that

meeting.

Mr. MacRae returned to Cornwall last
evening, and visited the Island in dispute
this morning, where he interviewed Skin,
and advised him not to cut any of the
trees down, but, according to Skin's stery,
did not talk of having him put off the
island.

Skin to Be Arresged,

It is wnderstood that the department Wﬁl
proceed under section 22, chapter 43, of
the Indian Act, and arrest Skin. Your
correspondent visited the island yesterday
and saw Skin, who at first, with his good
“-it'é, expressed displeasure at our visit,
and wanted to know what the object of
such visit was. When told that we had
#Mme down to ascertain the reason of his
forced occupancy of the island, he refused
to talk, and the wife, standing with a
large crowbar, about five feet-long, (n her
hand, spoke to her husband In thelr pative
tongue, after which they ventured the in-
formation that Mr. MacRae was there dup-
ing the morning, and that he had inform-
ed him that as #oon as the soll wa§ dry
enough, he would plow up the land and
put in his crop. He sald Mr. MacRae had
instructed him not to cut down any of the
trees, and this he promised to obey.

Hlnﬂury'ot the Trouble,

About ome year ago Skin was arrested
upon a complaint laid by the executors of
the Colgquhoun estate, charging him with
cutting down trees on this island. He was
brought te Cornwall, and tried before the
magistrate, but upon the assurance of the
chlefs and Bkin’s own promise not to visit
the island again, he was discharged. The
estate agreed to pay the costs, as the de-
fendant was not In a position to do so.
Since that time the chiefs imagined they
had wen the suit, as the plaintifts settled
the costs, and this has partly imbued them
with the Idea that they could successfully
hold the land In spite of the authorities.
When asked [f he Intended to allow the
owners of the summer cottages to dwell on
the island during the coming season, Skin
replied that he would do so, but they must
settle with him, and not with the execu-
tors. Skin says he is very much pleased
with his present quarters, and has no in-
teation of vacating the island. The chiefs,
he says, placed him in possession of the
land with the assurance that they would
stand by him (L .any trouble, and he dia
not anticipate any trouble from the author-
ities. 4is mind will no doubt be disabused
of this idea before many days, and with
what success the tribe will resist the law
remains to be seen.

Sudden Death of Henry Warren,
Death came suddenly yesterday morning
to Henry Warren, proprietor of the Scar-
boro Hotel, corner of Gerrard gad Parlia-
ment-streets. Mr. Warren was up and
about on Tuesday, and was in his usual
health. On retiring he was taken suddenly
ill, and rapidly grew worse until the end
Peath was due to heart faflure.
Deceased was 65 years of age, and for
miiny years was an hotelkeeper. He con-
ducted an hotel at the corner of Alexander
for some years, and

tibraltar. He had only been proprietor
of the Scarboro House for a few months,
having succeeded the late Mr, Stinson, who
about six months ago.

HAMILTON . AND LONDON SYNOD.

Next Convention to Be Held in Lon-
don—Reports on. Sunday Schools
and Young People.
Stratford, Ont., May 1.—At this morn-
ing’s session of the Synod of Hamilton
pnd London, it was decided to hold the
next convention in the First Presbyterlan
Church, London, on the last Monday In

April, 1902.

The Sunday School report was presented
by Rev. E. R. Hutt of Ingersoll, and
shewed a slight reduction in the number
of schools and a falling off in attendance.

The Young People’s Societics report was
given by J. 8. Henderson ofs Hensall, and
while indicating a subsidence of the flood
that spread over .the country a few years
ago, In that the socleties had decreased In
number, in many congregations new me-
thods of organization had been adopted.

.The discussion which followed showed

that young life was as true to the churcn
as ever.
The Closing Business.

At the afternoon session the report of
the Synodical Augmentation Committee
was presented by Rev. A. Henderson of
Appin. It recorded the work of the year
and urged a more liberal support of the
fund.

The committee appointed to consider Dr.
Proudfoot’s proposition to take steps to
reduce the number of synods to three,
viz., Maritilme Provinces, Ontario and
Quebec, and Northwest, declined to adopt
the same, but would send it to the General
Assembly, which was agreed to.

The proposed manual of aids to worshlp,
which was under consideration yesterday,
was again taken up and discussed with
considerable spirit, and the recemmenda-
tion of the committee that the manual be
adopted for the purpose for which it was
intended was eventually carried.

Rev. W. A. J. Martin contributed an ex-
cellent paper on “How to retain the young
people in the Sunday school after the age
of 15 and how to make the Y.P.S.C.E.
more aggressive.”” Many valuable sugges-
tions were thrown out and received the
approval of the Synod.

The attendance at the closing session
this evening was rather small, most of the
members having left for home. Rev. Nell
McPherson of Hamilton read a paper on
‘“The relation of the pulpit to sociological
questions.””

Various committees were appointed and
the Synod adjourned.

SHALL BAKERS BOSS SHOPS ?

People of Ottawa May Have to Bake
Their Own Bread After
Sunday Next.

Ottawa, May 1.—The people of Ottawa
may have to make their own bread next
week. On Saturday night, the time nam-
ed In the ultimatum sent to muster bak-
ers by Union 101 expires, and unless an
agreement is reached the men will not

return+~to work on Sunday.

The master bakers have conceded the
wages demended, $12 a week for men
and $15 for foremen, and $2.50 a day for
jobbers, but are helding out against the
regulations the union Is trylng to enforce.
They claim that the regulations are one-
sided, unfair, and weuld interfere with
business. There is no objection to con-
forming to the laws of the province con-
cerning bake shops, but there is objection
to the regulations asked for, limiting the
number of apprentices, and a clause stat-
Ing that ‘‘none others than members of
International Union Ne. 101 shall be al-
lowed to work In the bake shop or facs
tory."”

The fight is practically ever the recog-
nition of the right of the unmion to con-
trol the shops. The supply ef bakers is
very limited and it looks as If the unien
holds the winning hand.

GERMANY COVETS MARGARITA.

Is Trying to Secure West Indian
Island for a Coaling Station—
A Fine Harbor,

Trinidad, May 1.—Information has reach-
ed here that the German cruiser Vinetta
recently complgfed surveys of the Island
of Margarita. Officers of the ship spent
weeks making charts and soundings.
The officers say a fine harbor has been
discovered, with every advantage for a
coaling station.

German merchants in Venezuela will try
to buy the harbor and .also hundreds of
acres near by, ostensibly as a private in-
vestment, but really to make a German
naval coaling statfon. A secret deal with
President Castro, of Venezuela, is report-
ed, by which, for money, he may permit
it. This furnishes additional reason why
President Castro wanted Minister Loomils
withdrawn.

GIVE HIM THE SEAT.

Kingston, May 1.—Under the ecaption,
Give Him the Seat, The Whig says edi-
torially: The fight of the Opposition In

the Commons, to have Mr. Thornton, ot
West Durham, given his seat, by having
the amendment to the Election Act (milk-
ing a deposit by cheque acceptable), re-
troactive, had some force In it.

It seems that there are two other cases
—one on each side of the house—in which
the member-elect made a deposit by mark-
ed cheque. The difference between them
and Mr. Thornton lies in the fact that the
returning officers not only accepted them,
but declared the candidites who received
a majority of votes elected. In Mr. Thorn-
ton’s case the declaration was not made,
and he Is outside the House, and may
stay outside of it all thrn the session,
while the case drags its weary way thru
the courts.

The Government does not wamt to inter-
fere with the case, as it stands, and it
dislikes to see the constituency disfran-
chised. It recognizes the neeessity of
guarding against a repetition of the ex-
perience by amending the act and espe-
cially making marked cheques acceptable
as deposits, but it halts there. Is there
any reason why the amendment should not
cover the West Durhain case? Would it
interfere with court procedure and create
new entanglements? If not it is a pity
justice were not done to Mr. Thornton at
once. He has suffered enough already,
and the electors have suffered with him.

Bridgeport, Conn., May 1.—More than %
per cent. of the journeymen carpenters and
all of the bricklayers, stone masons and
plasterers went on strike this morning. At
noon the strike was practically over, near-
ly all the master builders having agreed
individually to grant the demands of the
men.
