Special In­
quiries made by Col. Osborne, military secretary, elicited the information 
that the signallers who left Ottawa a few days ago were not at Halifax 
today. The men of the 73rd Battery of Artillery, are still, it is under­
stood, at Windsor, N. S.

Mayor Fisher has sent a message to the mayor of Halifax, offering 
help from Ottawa, and requesting to be informed as to what is required 
from this city.

A telegram was received by the militia department from Gen. 
Benson, commanding at Halifax, dealing with the great disaster. He 
tells of tile collision which caused the great loss of life, and adds:
