Real Health Aids.
The very maladies spread by street 

dirt, dust, winds and contact, such 
as colds, tuberculosis, diphtheria, sore 
throat, tonsilitis, pneumonia, scarletina 
and (Others expectorated as sputum 
into the holes and spaces between 
stones, there to dry and be disseminat­
ed later, are less frequent now because 
the automobile led to the extension al­
most everywhere of good roads and 
smooth streets.

Some species of insects and flies, 
which made stable refuse their breed­
ing places, are few and far between, 
and maggots, commonly seen by the 
children of a dozen or more years ago, 
are unknown to the children of today.

Cobblestone, dirty, dieease-provoking 
streets have become Appian Ways and 
veritable parks. Typhoid fly stables 
and lockjaw refuse pits have changed 
to gasoline stations and garages; dirt 
and disease have put on an invisible 
coat of germicidal antiseptics, and 
have been metamorphosed into a sani­
tary and hygienic state of cleanliness 
and health. And the inanimate, piece 
of machinery called the automobile is 
an important factor in thus promoting 
health.

HIRSHBERG at the time of in­
jury, lockjaw has 

been reduced to a minimum.
How much a part the automobile has 

played in this new sanitary science has 
not yet been announced. Yet it is 
more than a coincidence that lockjaw 
has lessened all the year around and 
that tetanus bacillus, the cause of 
lockjaw, is known to abide in manure 
and other street dirt and garden earth, 
which the advent of the automobile 
has driven into limbo.

Horses, mules, refuse piles and city 
stables may not yet be things of the 
past in a completely truthful sense of 
the word, but they have so far disap- 

peared that lockjaw germs, stable flies, 
houseflies, glanders and other pests 
which invade, infest and infect man 
from stables, hostlers and stall boys 
are greatly diminished. Moreover, the 
dirt roads, rough streets and cobble- 
stone thoroughfares, grave menaces to 
rhe health of children and grown-ups, 
have by virtue of the motor car, auto­
mobile clubs and good roads legislation 
become antiquities of yesteryear.

Other Vital Benefits.
The filth, dirt and germs so easily 

held between Belgian blocks, paved 
streets and rough pavements, the 
stones and blocks full of holes and 
crevices for the horse’s foothold, death 
traps to the health of man, are now, 
nanks to the gasoline propelled ve­
hicles, being replaced with smooth 
cement or asphalt roads. Thus the 
menace of bacteria of typhoid, lock- 
jaw. tuberculosis and other distempers 
spread by flies from stables or dis­
persed by the winds from sweepings 
and dirt of streets is greatly dimin­
ished now.

It is difficult to do justice to the 
great hygienic advance brought about 
even to non-motorists by the wide use 
of the automobile, as Prof. P. G. 
Heinemann, doctor of philosophy of the 
University of Chicago, points out. The 
injurious influence of dust on the 
health of the public depends upon the 
germs of blood poisoning, pneumonia,
