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COBB'S AMBITION
HEEPS HIM AHEAD

“Georgia Peach” Has Batted
Over Three Hundred Mark.

It is no slight honor to lead either the
National or the American League in
bat.ing. The competition -is 'keen, and
there is an abundance - of - ambition
among the players tio ca.z;turlei ttbefc:;:gt-
ed priviiege of topping the lict o -
gers. While the fact that Ty Cobb led
the American circuit in batting is not s0
much of a surprise as .he performance
of Larry Doyle in the National, it is none
the less remarkable inasmuch as last
vear was the tenth that Cobh had batted
better than .300, his mark being .370. »

Baseball is Ty Cobb's business. It is
aliso bis  pleasure. He would rather
pound out a base hit than do any.hing
else. There has not been a time since
Ty Ccbb joined the 'Detroit club ten
vears ago that his; ambition to be the
greatest player in the game ever lost its
fire. Cobb is @ great ball player, be-
cavee firz. of ajl he is imbued with an
irrepressible spirit to excel.

Cdbb entered the major league with
the odds against him. The breezy tem-
parament of the young Georgian did nol
impress the time-worn veterans on the
Detreit club. When Cobb broke in he
was no wonder., He was a perfect ath-
lete end lived a clean life. Out in
centre field he ran all around under the
ball and gave Manager Hughey Jennipgs
many anxious moments when he Wwas
trying to catch a fly ball

There was one thing about this young
Cobb which impressed Jennings. He
was the first player in uniform at the
ball park, he was the first player out on
the field to practice catching flies. He
was everlastingly trying. He practiced

2nd practiced and never tired.  He
cowldn’'t get too much baseball.
Cobb’'s ambition has never left him.

He is Lke a boy and gets more fun out
of baseball than 95 per cent. of the men
who make it their business. Watch Cobb
at his besi, when he is spanking out
shamp  hits and running wild- 6n the
bases, and you will quickly see why he
is the greatest baseball player in the
- world. :

Cobb knows his pitchers from game to
game. He- studies them as well as he
studies his own batting. Last year, for
instance, Cobb had one of his best sea-
sons. He hit for an average of .370 and
he stole 96 bases. Think of it.

you know why he stole so many
bases? Well, one reason was that Fritz
Maisel of the Yankees was also running
wild cn the bases, and at one time dur-
ing the season the little Yankee third
, baseman began to crowd Cobb and had
stolen almost as many sacks as the
Georgia Gem.

Here is where Cobb’s ambition be-
came fanned to fever heat. That strong
feeling to excel gripped  the Georgi
and he wanted to show the baseb:
world that no man was going .to beat
him stealing bases without a struggle.
What did Cobb do? He began to run
wild, He dashed from firstL to second
base many times under the most un-
favorable circumstances.

The player has had a remarkable
record. He was born in Royston, Ga.,
twenty-nine years ago.” When he was
18 years old he was playing with the
Anniston club of the Alabama-Tennes-
sé® League. That year he hit .370 and
was regarded as a wonder. Then he
went to the Augusta cliub of the South
Atlantic League. He didn't show much
hitting skill in his first year there, and
his averagé” was only .237. The next
season, however, Cobb worked hard and
hit for .326. That attracted the atten-
tion of the Detroit scouts, and Cobb went
under Jennings’ management in 1905.

In his first year with the Tigers, he
hit just .300, but he was a crude, un-
polished player. Always in excellent
physical condition thru his clean living,
Cobb imnroved and struggled hard to
hetter himself. In 1906 he batted .320.
The next year he kept his hitting with
a mark of .350. His recOTT for the next
few years was: 1908, .324;°1909, .377; 1910,
.885, and in 1911 Cobb was the sensation
of the baseball world when he led the
American League batsmen with an aver-
age of .420.

Cobb’s record last year was one which
every baseball fan knows. He played. in
164 games. He was at the bat 563
times, scored 144 runs, 102 of them be-
ing earned. He made 208 hits, includ-
ing 31 two-baggers, 13 three-base hits
and three home runs, He had nine sac-
rifice hits, stole 96 bases and walted for
118 passes.

Cobb is not the wild swinging type of
batsman. He hits them to every field
and chops the ball more times than he
swings at it.
