i of agricultural dedelopment, in order
that the troops of the allied countries
! may bo fed. A large percentage of the

High Cost of Living.
Lack of production and transporta-

' tion were the direct 'couses of the
| steadily soaring high cost of living,
| together with the fact that the supply
i of flax, sugar, butter and eggs, former-
! ly obtained from Huropgan -countries,
( has now been materially effected and
must be produced by Canada,
; As.a means of solving the problems
| which will face the western hemi-
[ #phere, Mr, James suggested that li-
| braries and technical schools ben pro-
} vided for rural communities, and their
| inhabitants afforded the same oppor-
, tunities as city residents. He pleaded
for the rational scientific development
| of rural boys and girls, with a view of
| .showing them  the advantages of re-
maining on the farm,
