March 16).—The British forces on the 
Franco-Belgian front were active 
during the evening yesterday and 
also at night, notably In the region 
running youth from Arras, ae far as 
St. Quentin, army headquarters said 
today.

Western war theatre—Front of 
Crown Prince Rupprecht: During the 
evening and at night, the British 
were very active, especially between 
Arras and St. Quentin. Great losses 
were caused among the population of 
Menln and Hal luln (southeast of 
Ypres), situated behind our front, by 
the enemy’s Are and dropping of 
bombs.

Army group of the German Crown 
Prince—General ' von Gall wit* and 
Duke Albrecht: Near Rheims, on 
both bank» of the Meuse, and on the 
Lorraine front,, near Muibach and 
Blâment, the artillery fighting was 
heavier thruout the day.

Was St. Patrick an Irishman? It 
matters little What he was born, but aa 
soon as ho came to his senses he is 
known to have preferred Ireland to all 
other countries and spent the rest of 
his life there.

St. Patrick, whose real name was 
"Sucat," was born at Dumbarton, on 
the west coast of Scotland in the year 
£73. During a raid in ?S9 he was cap­
tured and taken to tlhe north of Ire­
land, where he was kept for six years. 
At the end of that time he escaped 
and made his way to Franca where he 
lived for some time. Several years 
later he was made bishop and returned 
as a missionary to Ireland, landing at 
Strangford Lough. He proceeded to 
convert Lister, founding hie first set­
tlement near Armagh, which became 
the seat of the primacy. St. Patrick 
look the Sliamrock aa the emblem of 
the trinity and sanctified it, and it 
has boon used ever since as the na­
tional flower of Ireland along with St.
