Merchants and Master Manufacturers, spending
most of the day in the counting-louse, or the mill, are
subjected, not only tc the impure atmosphere of a
large town, Lut occasionally also, in a varying degree,
to the dust or efffuvium’ from the manulacture.—
These evils are, of course, cousiderably diminished by
residing at a distance from the mill or ‘warehouse, and
especially by sleeping in the country ; for thus exer-
cise and a better atmosphere, for a portion of the day,
are secured. ;

But most mercantile men have, unfortunately, adis-
position to have their house and warchouse within a
stone’s cast of each other ; and five or six days a week,
they take scarcely any more exercise than walk
this short distance.

Occasionally, indeed, they drive
on business to a neighboring town ; but such exercise
is, of coursa, ver adequate. The way in which
men of husinacs giles ¢ anls e aluo very injurious
1o health. It is far too husty : many seem to be al-
ways travelling by the stage, and expecting every mo-
ment the summons of the coachman., The Arabs
re to cliew his vie-
is too olten ve-
rified in this country, by the gastric disorders whichre-
sult from a want of mastication,

But of all agents of disease and decay, the most im-
portant is, anxiety of mind. When we wulk the
streets of Ja commercial towns, we must be str
with the hurried guit and care-worn features of the
well-dressed passengers.  Some young men, indeed,
we may remark with countenances possessing rathor
cheerfulness and color, but these appearances rarely
survive the age of manhood. Inorvdinate application
of mind, the es, anxieties, and disappointments of
commercial life, impair the physical powers, and induce

jremature decay. The various disorders, gencrally

nown under the nanie of indigestion, disorders de-
penident on a want of circulation of blood throuzh the
{mwols‘ biliary derangements, contispation, and head-
ache, are well known to be the general attendunts on
trade, closely pursued.

The physical evils of commercia! life would be con-
siderably reduced, if men reflected that the success of
husiness may be prevented by the very means used to
yromote it. . If a clear head berequired in commercial
transactions, a healthy state of body is incompatible

i excossive application of mind—the want of exer-
cise und fresh air.  But suljects like this find no en-
try in the books of our merchants,

“For the individuals in mercantilelife who are really,
permanently, practically, convinced that health is pre-
ferable to riches, aud who are hence resolved, not only
to hear, but to act on the maxim, a word may he sid
on’ the principul means which counteract or “diinish
the principal evils of our civie state.  Exercise in the
open air is obviously important ; and two hours a day
is as little as it claims in a town like this.  Walkinir
should be brisk, to be eficient.  Riding on horseback
is generally preferable.
