5. The holder of a prize is entitled to select for himself, under regulations herewith published, 
a work of art from any of the following public exhibitions in London, of the current year ; viz., The 
Royal Academy, The British Inslitidion, The Society of British Artists, either of the two Societies of 
Painters in hater Colours, or the Works of Art exhibited in Westminster Hall. All nay men to from 
the funds of the Art-Union must be made by the Treasurer to the Artist direct, the latter giving a 
receipt of approved form.
