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THE WAR OUTLOOK

The optimistic citizen who thinks we
are making great headway in the war
should keep-his eye on the map. The
truth is that the progress on the whole
western front is depressingly slow; there
is no progress at all on the Italian or
Macedonian front, while on the Russian
front the situation is most discouraging
of all. And we must add to this the
heavy toll still taken by the submarines.
Day follows day with the usual an-
nouncements of a slight gain here or a
slight gain there, on the western front;
but there is no important change in the
map. We still read now and then of
Germans seizing and holding a section
of trench, or being driven out of it only
by violent counter attacks. The map of
months ago does not differ greatly from
that of today. It is still a long way
to the borders of Germany, and every
foot of'j ground is contested bitterly by
an enemy we had fondly hoped would
long ago have been pxhausted. - And still
the cables flash to us the daily list of
casualties, news of the loss of ships by
submarijne, the loss of lives through
Germaﬁ air raids, the trouble in Russia,
and the ever patent fact that the war is
to go on, and on, and on.

To do them justice, the correspon-
dents make the‘best of their case. There
is always a cheerful note. But, 45 we
read, we wonder if they weuld not be
quite as cheerful if they were German
correspondents telling how the Germans
survive the constant attacks by superior
artillcry; and yield ground so slowly
that the enemy must wear himself out
before he can hope to get them out of
France and Belgium.

We must indeed be thankful for small
mercies, and stiffen our backs for a
heavy burden, to be borne yet a long
time. The Hun is not beaten. He is
fighting hard, and holding ground with
a grim tenacity which affords mo hope
of an early end of the war.

Accepting this situation and looking to
the future, we are able to reckon on the
tremendous power the United States
"will be able to throw into_ the balance
next year, by which time also the Rus-
sians may have settled their differences
and prepared for a great drive from the
east. By that time, also, Greece should
be in the war with her full strength,
ensuring the Allied armies on the Mace-
_donian front that they need have no
fear of trouble from that quarter. By
next year, also, the superiority of the
Allies in air-fighting should be so great
to be a potent factor in deciding the

Following this the importers here were
told that they would have to pay rates
equal! to those paid by Newfoundland.

Though tnis was, in the view of the
Halifax importers, very unreasonable for.
the reasons already detailed, they had
practically to accept the rates when
on reconsideration they decided not to
do so. They maintained that the differ-
ence between going from the Mediter-
ranean to St. John's and coming from
the Mediterranean to Halifax was from
5 to 10 shillings per ton, covering the
extra time used in shifting ports with-
out return cargo. The salt importers
felt that, in any case, the fishermen
could not stand the higher cost and
that it would be’better for them to be
without salt than to be asked to pay that
terrific price.

Government Took No Action.

About the middle of May an officer
of the marine and fisheries department
visited Halifax, was fully informed as
to the importers’ position, and so advised
Ottawa. He was positively told that
the importers here would not go above
a certain rate of freight and that if the
government could not secure tonnage for
them at this rate of freight, then in the
interests of the fishermen the govern-
ment should arrange for a cargo of salt
on its own account. As far as the im-
porters know, the matter then dropped.

On June 20, it is understood, the Hali-
fax Board of Trade through its presi-
dent sent a telegram to Sir Robert Bor-
den at Ottawa, telling him that the gov-
ernment’s attitude in regard to the salt
situation was “disgraceful.” This, ac-
cording to reliable authority, is a por-
tion of the wording of the telegram.

In the meantime the importers had
been using every effort to get salt, the
cost of cabling reaching into hundreds
of dollars, and finally, on June 2lst, suc-
ceeded in securing a steamer at a most
extraordinary rate of freight, subject to
i the Admiralty allowing her to bring
{the salt. This steamer should arrive
