EARNING ITS SUBSIDY.

Although the St. John Globe has ceased
to openly advocate annexation, it still
makes spasmodic efforts to earn its
American subsidy by trying to show its
readers how much nearer in all things
the peaple of New Brunswick areto the
people of the United States, than they
are to those of our own Western Prov-
inces. It says that although the Short
Line is - now in operation, and
although  cheap excursion trips
have been  provided one In-
ternational steamer in .one trip has
brought as many passengers from Bos-
ton as the railway hasin the whole week
of through passengers from the Western
Provinces of this Dominion. This fact, if
it be a fact, moves it joyfully to say :—

The fact cannot be blanked out of sight
that it is to our American cousins we
look when we wish to fill up our houses
and our streets with visitors from abroad.
Their relations with us of blood and
business; their sympathy with us in the
hour of trouble; their proximity; their
interest in us; our interest in them; the
prevailing spiritof the true democracy in
New Brunswick as in New England, are
all calculated to unite us closer and closer
in friendly bonds.

This insidious language is designed to
estrange us from our fellow subjects of
Western Canada and unite us. more
closely to the hereditary enemies of our
Empire and our flag. It is a fact that we
have a good many American summer
visitors here, and we have no
objections to their coming, provided
they come as yisitors and not as. politi-
cal mariés, ‘They come beca

{ gested that this important association
would probably see the necessity of in-
\ ducing Mr Charlton to refrain from us-
| ing the association as a cloak for pro-
i moting this anti-Canadian fad. My ex-
pectation has been realized even more
quickly than T could have anticipated.
In yesterday's Mail there appeared a
lengthy, well written letter in which
Mr. Charlten  is' faken severely to
task, and ‘it is pointed out  that
by pursuing {ﬁs present course he will
drive WidHisarids of ‘conseryatives out of
the ranks 8fthé Equal "Rights  Associa-
tiom. “Mr. Charltén may rest assured,”
saysthe writer, “that whether rightly or
wrongly,, there are tens of thousands of
our people.who look on both Commer-
cial Union and ¥nrestricted Reciprocity
as open doors leading direct {o Annexa-
tion, and will fight to the dcath against
either scheme,” The letter possesses
special significance as appearing in . the
Mail, which has been the organ of the
Commercial Unionists. Still more signifi-
cant is an editorial in the Mail, of the
same day, in which it formally abandons
its advocacy of Commercial Union! It

No unprejudiced person candoubt that
Commercial Union would bring about an
enormous development of Canadian in-
terests, though some of our exotic indus-
tries might suffer. Butif the Americans,
or, what is the same thing, the party
now dominant at Washington, is not
pre; d to discuss such a measure it is
no longer worth while for us to advocate
it. We can only wait for a happier turn
of events, and meanwhile endeavor to
place the N. P. upon a more rational
basis. Mr. Laurier is just now advocat-
ing unrestricted reciprocity with a great
deal of force and eloquence, but unless he
can obtain some assurance from Mr. Har-

ous or unfair as the ordinary party leader,
party office seeker or party manager.

deal said about the Globe in “the days
of the Browns,” the impression being
conveyed that the Globe has deteriora-
ted.- This is unjust to the Globe.
It is & very different paper from what it
was in the days of the Browns. These
were very able men, very good news-
paper men, and very thorough politicians.
The Globe in their day was what the
Liberal party called for, and ‘it did not
call so much for a complete all around
newspaper, as for a formidable, fearless,
well-equipped party organ. The old
Globe was all politics,from start to finish ;
the Globe of today gives less space to
party, and more to the general public.
The change in public taste, called for a
change in the method of conducting the
Globe, and its proprietary responded,
The weakness of the Globe of today,—
and I say it withont wishing to
be in the least offensive,—is that
its editorial management lacks ballast.
Witbin this year it has boxed the com-
pass in connexion with a commercial
policy for Canada. Within six months
it has been on both sides of the Jesuits
question, and all the time it has pro-
fessed to speak for itsparty. In dealing
with questions of the highest national
importance it has been given to utter-
ances of the most flippant character. Be-
fore Mr. Mercier’s friends in Quebec
spoke of a “French-Canadian nation” the
Globe had in effect declared that this
was not a British country; ithad declars
ed that all the power of the Empire could
not defend Canada from attack by the
United States, and it had in numerous
articles sneered at the rising tide of
national feeling which is'as ~ certain to
overflow this country as that the sun
will shine or the seasons return, Not-
withstanding these = easily removable
stumbling blocks to the career of a great
newspaper, certain associations gather
| around-the Globe which, under prudent
management, will not fail to keep it in &
prominent place among the newspapers
of Canada. It fought the battle of civil
and religious liberty ifithe spirit and
with the courage of the ‘old erusaders; it
counted not the cost. It fought for the
principles of Liberalism when Liberals
disdained alliance with any and all reac-
tionary elements. It was the paper of ‘the
Browns;” and the Browns—George dead,
Gordon, living—were forces in the
Liberal party, the memory of whose
services the public will not readily let
die. The old Liberals, the old Presby-
terians, the old men who fought “John
A,” not so great a national figure as he
has since become, still cling to the Globe
and there is a suspicion that it isthe old
Presbyterian element which led the
Globe to “right about face,” on the jesuit
estate act question. What with the re-
gard and support of old friends, the en-

rison and the Republican leaders in Con-
gress that they are ready to meet us half
way, what is the use of creating a favor-
able public opinion here? Mr, Hitt's
resolution, adopted by the House of Re-
presentatives at the close of the last Con-
gress in March, but defeated in the Sen-
ate, cannot be taken to represent the
views either of the new President or of
the next Congress, which will probably
meet in special session in October. Nor,
although Mr. Hitt himself is a dis-
tinguished Regublican, does it com-
mit the Republican party asa party.
In fact, Secretary Blaine and Senator
Sherman raise precisely the same objec-
tion as Senator Hoar; while Senators
Edmunds, Dawes, Hale, Blair and other
New England Republicans are either
hostile or indifferent.

The Mail has discovered that the peo-
ple of Canada will nct have Commercial
Union, for many reasons, but principally
because it would place the tariff making
power in the hands of Washington
politicians, instead of the hands of the
Canadian people; and the people of the
United States will not have unrestricted
’reciprocity because they fear that under

it their country will be filled with cheap

ada. This is just ‘what the Canadian op-
ts of C ial Union and Unre®

_conl:mnmcg.ﬁpn with this place is easy
and rapid, and because this easiness and
rapidity of transit having existed for
many years, have turned the tide of travel
this way. The Short Line has only been
open about six weeks and, no matter how
extensively advertised, we cannot ex-
pect the tide' of summer travel to be
fully diverted to us for four or five years
to come.

As tothe alleged sympathy and friend-
ship of the people of the United States
we have not seen much of it of late.
Perhaps the Globe might explain more
fully the particular act of friendship
which in its opinion fo cause us
“to unite closer and closer in friendly
bonds” with them. Was it the mobbing
andfattempted assassination of the sub-
jects of Queen Vietoria, who had  assem-
bled to dine in Faneuil Hall in honor of
her jubilee year? Was it the numerous
insults to the British flag, when dis-
vlayed by private persons in the United
States? Or was it the recent customs
regulations, which have prevented a
man residing on this side of the line
from earning a dollar in the United
States? The interest of the Americans
in us, of which the Globe speaks so feel-
ingly, -has  been mainly shown
in attempts to rob us of our
fisheries, get the better of us in trade, ex-
elude us from their markets,and drive us
into a political union with them. The
subsidized organ of the Yankees knows
all these things, and yet, after all that
has happened in recent years to prove the
hostility of the Americans to us, it talks
of us uniting with them “ closer and closer
in friendly bonds.

THE CARNIVAL.

This is the last day of the carnival
celebration proper, and one of the most
interesting because its chief attraction is
a regatta, at which St. John’s most popu-
lar form of sport will be illustrated. It
cannot be denied that the carnival, as a
whole, has been a great success, and that
it has furnished much pleasure to vast
numbers of people. The weather during
the week ‘has been all that could
have been desired, and Saint
John.could have received no better ad-
vertisement than it has afforded. No
serious accident has occurred to mar the
pleasures of the week ; our visitors have
all been well pleased with what they
have seen, and will return totheir homes
fully impressed with the idea that the
Summer Carnival of St. John has been,
from every point of view, all that they
expected it would be and much more.

It is reported from Ottawa that the ap-

stricded Reciprocity have been telling the
faddists all along. Sofar as Canadiangare
concerned, from the moment Mr. Wiman
admitted that the pooling of revenues and
making ofa joint tariff with the United
States controlling the latter were essentials
to his scheme of Commercial Union, the
scheme wasdoomed. As for Uncestricted
Reciprocity, Mr. Wiman himself has pub-
licly pronounced it a humbug and a
fraud; still, Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard
Cartwright are sticking to it! Now that
the Mailhaslabandoned both C. U, and 1.
R. there is not the highest hope of the
Grits making any _headway with
either scheme in Ontario, and, in fact,
they seem to be hopelessly swamped for
a commercial policy. They arein fact,
in a worse plight than ever, Nearly all
their leaders are discredited. Blake has
become an attache of the CanadianPaci-
fic railway whose creditand schemes he
worked so many years to ruin. It is safe
to say that Laurier, who boasted thatfif
he had been on the banks of the Saskat-
chewan during the last rebellion he would
have shouldered a musket and marched
with Riel, will never be Premier of a
united British Canada. Sir Richard
Cartwright, despite his bitterness, his of-
fensive treatment of opponents,and other
weaknesses, possesses more of the
qualities of leadership. He has
a splendid memory for his ene-
mies; he has the courage of his
convictions, always ; he is fearless to the
last degree ; and he does not know what
it is to be beaten. Undoubtedly he is
easily the ablest man in the opposition
ranks, but see how he is treated by the
Mail which is the ablest of the journals
in opposition! Three weeks after Sir
Richard has proclaimed Unrestricted
Reciprocity as still the policy of the Op-
position party, the Mail ostentatiously
abandons  Unrestricted  Reciprocity

and let it be understood that the time
for discussing it has gone by! The
Mail is bound to force the opposition into
the Equal Rights Association, and that
means the extinction of the old Liberal
partv and the old Liberal leaders and
the organization of a new party on their
ruins. What the Liberal leaders are
going to do for a platform, unless they
adopt the Equal Rights platform, it is
not easy to make out. This they will

On the
point of alleged sinfulness I say nothing,
save this only, that I have found news-
papers, as a rule, of a uniform goodness, |
and in moral tone and intellectual
measurement considerably above the !
people for whom they are published. |
Sometimes, it is said, that newspapers
are intensely partisan, that they “stop at
nothing” to accomplish party ends,
and that their influence is
distinetly injurious on public |
opinion. If those who hold such views
could see behind the scenes and learn
the details of those influences to which !

| large. It claims and publishes a daily
‘ circulation of 24,500 to 25,000 copies, and
| T do not find the claim challenged. The
| figure is probably not far from the mark.
| The Globe sends out a special train at.an
| early hour each week day morning for
the delivery of iis issue in the principal
towns west of Toronto, an example of
enterprise which its rivals do not find it
profitable to follow. It is an eight page
morning paper, three cents per copy, with
an evening elition at one cent. Practic-
ally you can buy the three cent paper for
one cent if you choose to wait a few
hours and many persons choose. The
Saturday edition is never less than six-
teen pages, sometimes more, and is at
present without doubt, the best Saturday
paper turned out in Canada, being freely
illustrated with well executed engrav-
ings, and the reading matter exceedingly
entertaining. Its business management
is the great strength of the Globe, and
this I learn from parties outside of the
newspaper offices, but who had excellent
opportunities of information on the sub-
ject. . If the Globe can be killed its advo-
cacy of Commercial Union or Unre-
sticted Reciprocity will kill it, and the
reason is not far to seek, The com-
mereial interests, which are the mainstay
of newspapers, ard the scheme as
thoroughly” revolutionary, as meaning
the overturn of the National Policy which
in the matter of trade has secured Can-
ada for the Canadians.” The Globe’s
attacks on the Natural Policy are steadi-
ly growing weaker; and if the Globe is to
continue to be a commercial property
worth preserving, it will see the necess-
ity of coming into line with the growing
sentiment that, as far asthis continent
is concerned, Canada must work out its
destiny untrammelled by any embarrass-
ing treaties or legislation binding us
politically or commercially to the United
States.

I had intended saying something about
other Toronto newspapers, but my letter
has reached such dimensions that com-
ments cn these must be reserved for an-
other occasion.
