The problem seems to be this: Does 
ada desire a union with the United States?
If she so'signifies her wish in a recogniz­
able form, England has no power to pre­
vent it. If Canada does not, then 
England lias no power to enact it.
She may throw Canada off as a 
dependency, but she cannot throw her 
upon the United States. Would not the 
more feasible, the mgje sensible, nay the 
more statesmanlike and effective, manner 
of bringing together the United States 
and Canada, and ultimately both in 
a common bond of political union 
with Great Britain herself, especially in 
a few years after Great Britain may lie a 
republic, the form of her government 
seeming to be not substantially in the 
way now, to enter into negotiations for 
that purpose, carefully and in the moo.

Negotations conducted on such a basis 
and for such an end could bo carried on 
without touching the pride or arousing 
jealousies, with none but the kindest 
sentiments being involved in either p30- 
ple. Concessions would not be required 
of either nation. They are coming to­
gether.

Two great navies to menace each other 
with their enormous equipment and con­
sequent expenditures ana losses by de­
cays, would at once be dispensed with. 
A small, inexpensive navy of each could 
bid the world defiance, and be used to 
emphasize messages of that which might 
as well be sent by telegraph. All Europe 
and Asia joined together in battle array, 
if such a thing were possible, against the 
English-speaking people] of the globe, 
would pause in dismay- before any 
hostile step should be taken 
against such a united power. Such, 
a national combination would, within its 
own borders, have everything that 
would be necessary to carry on a defen­
sive or offensive warfare, and its bor­
ders would be th^compass of tlio globe. 
Why sliQuld we not look to such a union 
religion m its enlightened  ̂lorm, permit- 
ting every sect equal rights to bring into 
its fold its own proselytes in its own way 
against the atheism or an agnosticism of 
an erring world ?

Take another view: Such a united 
power as I have sketched would save all 
the other nations of Eoropc from final 
and inevitable bunkruptcy because of 
maintaining immense armies and navies 
to the destructioh of their people, to hold 
each other in check.

To that English-speaking league every 
nation would be obliged to submit for 
arbitrament every cause of differences, 
if not because of fear of its armed inter­
vention, yet liecause of its holding the 
money of the world. No war could he 
carried on which that power should dis­
approve, and any nation might disarm, 
who should be protected even by pro 
of financial aid from the pledge of 
united English-speaking people of the 
earth. With America and England 
uniting their means of production and 
transportation of that which sustains 
life and secures comfort, no want of 
famine could ever come : and within a 
century a universal language could pre- 
vade the world, thus relieving it from the 
punishment inflicted on mankind by the 
Lord Almighty at the Tower of Babel.

After the oration the alumni repaired 
to the society halls, where refreshments, 
songs, jokes and traditions of the college 
kept them till the small hours.

I will add that she has more timlier of 
herself, an the United States, of every 
possible description, than they can need 
in 100 years. She has more iron and 
coal in her borders than any other 
country yet known in the world. She 
has more copper than any other country, 
if not all others. The northern shores 
of Lake Superior arc more capable of the 
production of that metal than the south­
ern. I have brought to your attention 
the resources of Canada, not with that 
particularity of detail that I might 
well do, because time forbids, 
and my only object is to con­
vince you of that startling fact of the in­
creasing powpr of the northwest of Cana­
da as it joins upon us, and to bring fur­
ther to your attention that the increase 
of our own country in power and strength 
by the enterprise of its inhabitants, from 
the fecundity in production of children, 
while all the adjuncts and accompani­
ments for a reduction of unoccupied and 
unexplored territory, proceeds from the 
middle and northwestern states, not 
only to the northwestern parts of our 
own, but to Canada. The political ef­
fect of this great increase of national 
power has suddenly developed itself by 
the admission of four new

into
in addition to Iowa, Wisconsin,
Michigan and Minnesota, to which the 
nation will soon look as a great factor in 
the direction of its political affars, all of 
which are on the very westernmost part 
of our territory. And as we have a fixed 
line at the North, the great tide of [emi­
gration which is still flowing to the 
Northwest, flows over into Canada, where 
the settlers find a congenial climate and 
a congenial people. Comparing the pro­
gress of our other territories lying in 
more temperate climes with that of the 
bleak Northwest, the results reached are 
exceedingly interesting and striking 
demanding all a patriot’s careful study 
of the future. In 1848 the United 
States became possessed of a very 
large tract of country by conquest 
and purchase from Mexico. From 
that territory since that time we have 
only a part of Colorado and Nevada and 
California, the latter being the most con­
siderable state,Colorado having a climate 
which would seem almost at first glance, 
âuld, CSJ^Cnmy 
of droughts and blizzards. Nevada is 
hardly more than a respectable agricul­
tural county in New England in popula­
tion, and she came to he a state simply 
from her silver mines, as California sub­
stantially did from her gold mines. The

THE SHORT LINE SURVEY

The Moncton Times states that the 
engineers who are engaged in surveying 
the so-called Short Line have commenc­
ed work near Berry's mills, which is 
said to be the only point at which a suit­
able grade can he obtained for connection 
with the Intercolonial, 
coming out at Salisbury appears to have 
been abandoned as impracticable. This 
is precisely what The Gazette has been 
maintaining all along, and which any 
one familiar with the country might have 
known long ago.

line built. The so-called Short Line, in­
stead of joining the Intercolonial between 
here and Moncton, as its advocates fond­
ly hoped it would do, will make its con­
nexion at a station* several miles north 
of Moncton, so that it will not he of the 
slightest service to the people of Kings 
or Albert, even if it should prove to be as 
short, as its advocates asserted it would 
be. The result of the present survey will 
no doubt.,'prove that the so-called Short 
Line docs not merit the name it has re­
ceived, and that it will be as long or 
longer than the present line.

rule is not confined to any race or color 
or condition of men. We are accustomed 
to say that our southern states have not 
increased because of slavery; but our 
southern territories have not increased, 
and we took great care to keep slavery 
out of them. They have every advan­
tage, but the imperative law is that no 
men are fit for anything hut those who 
must work in order to eat and be warm. 
It will be seen, therefore, that looking 
in this direction the colored 
hlem at the South is of no considerable 
importance. We cannot grow great 
in southern climes, except, possi­
bly in numbers. If tlie colored race 
shall be so far prosperous as to maintain 
its great fecundity in children, black or 
white, enterprise and energy are control­
led by a climatic line. And, if hereafter, 
as wo may hope and expect soon, we 
acquire Mexico and Central America, 
even to the isthmus, still the rule w ill 
hold that we may have accession of 
territory and of people, but not of any 
considerable power or strength of empire. 
By her Indian possessions England got 
much of territory and much of people, 
and great wealth, but by the people and 
land no accession of power to her empire 
has come save in the northern part 
thereof, very lately, by the production of 
wheat to supply her home consumption. 
The increase of her military strength be­
cause thereof is simply an increase of 
weakness, requiring more white men to 
take care of such class of inhabitants 
than soldiers acquired whose numbers in 
place thereof will make good that army. 
We must keep in mind that Mexico has 
been inhabited by the Latin race more 
than twice as long as New York and 
New England has been settled. When 
Spain came into possession she was an 
empire in organization, with riches un­
told in men and nations. In a climate 
that permits generations to deteriorate, 
where is that power now ?

people who cannot afford to rent a box, 
have to wait the 4.30 p m. delivery. Mr. 
Editor, I think there should he a change 
made either in the hours of delivery, or 
there should be a one o’clock delivery. 
The present hours are only in, the interest 
of United States correspondents, as their 
mails arrive here at 6. a. m. and 2.30 p.m. 
and not at all connecting with the Can­
adian train mail service.

SHOULD HALIFAX BE FAVORED?

Tlie Acadian Recorder, referring to a 
Kingston, Ont., despatch, in which it is 
stated that the first of July is celebrated 
by the iieople of the Dominion with gen­
eral festivity and jubilation, saye?-^

Tlie writer ought to he in Halifax— 
“Tlie Liverpool of America”—to-day, the 
1st of July. Not a business place closed 
—no observance whatever of the anni­
versary, except its recall with bitterness 
by thousands. There we*e only two flags 
raised “in honor” of fhe day—one each 
on tlie Herald office and the Dominion 
building; the former costs the Dominion 
$30,000 a year to keep it there. The so- 
called “Dominion Day,” as usual was 
entirely disregarded in Halifax.

We direct tlie attention of the people 
of Canada, especially tlie members of the 
house of Commons, to the important 
fact here stated. This city of Halifax, 
which lias been favored by the govern­
ment beyond all other cities of Canada, 
is so disloyal to the Dominion that it re­
fuses to [celebrate Dominion day, and 
tome of its papers gloat over the fact 
This is tlie city which it is now pro­
posed to favor still farther by the con­
struction of a line of railway from Har­
vey to Salisbury at a cost of $4,000,000 for 
the purpose of side-tracking the loyal 
city of St. John. This is the city which 
has been pampered and spoon­
fed by the British as well
as the Canadian government, hut which 
now refuses to raise a flag on Dominion 
day in honor of a public holiday, in 
which every man of British race, 
whether in Canada or abroad, 'must feel 
an interest. We ask the members of the 
Canadian House of Commons if this dis- 
luyal city of Halifax is to lie favored fur­
ther by futile attempts to make it the 
winter jiort of Canada, by the construc­
tion of more elevators and by enormous 
subsidies for the purpose of making it 
the terminus of a line of fast steamers
