spirit. The strong national feeling of 
our citizens, peasants and laborers will 
effectively protect the fatherland in the 
future. Just as I am willing to ob­
serve conscientiously all my constitu­
tional rights and privileges, so am I 
confident that the new reichstag, com­
posed of intelligent men ready to act, 
will acknowledge that its highest duty 
is to preserve and strengthen our con­
dition among the civilized -world.”
