DEVELOPMENT OF THE
PACIFIC NORTHWEST

A List of Railroads Whose Increase in
Earnings Was Over a Million
Dollars.

“As illustrating the development of the
Nerth Pamfic coast, the earnings of the
raitrond’ lines covering this territory is
interesting,” says the Seattle Post-Intel-
ligencer, “in the fact shown in’state-
ments of earnings for the past calendar
vear, where, out of twenty-threg roads
in the United States whose increase of
éarnings o¢ér the previous year aré more
than $1.000.000, there is but one railroad
in the whole country that exceeds in in-
crease the Great Northern, Northern Pa-
cifie, Canadian Pacific, and Burlington,
in the order named. That line is the
Pennsylvania, and with it heading the
list the other north coast lines’ state-
ments vouch that with them prosperity
was greater during the twelve months of
1902 than with roads in any other part
of the country,

“Railroad earning sheets are taken as
a criterion by financiers and others inter-
ested in any part of the country, and
therefore it is argued that the North-
west has every reason to expect a future
as great as the past. :

“Only a few years ago and the earn-
ings of the north coast lines were only
shown in general statements of earnings
of all the lines in the country. They
were traversing, for a greater share of
their mileage, sections where there was
little loeal traffic, which is so important
to the proper conduct of a railroad. Then
the North Pacific coast contributed little,
other than in thz way of thronghb coast
shipments, and not any great abundance
of these. The Eastern divisions were
then looked upon to pay for the Western
divisions,

“However, within the past five years
the change has been very great.
North Pacific coast there has been set-
tled, on an estimate, 400,000 persoms,
many of whom are furnishing loeal traf-
fic for the lines on which they are locat-
ed. At Seattle there has been establish-
ed a depot for Oriental freight, with
-recnlar trans-Pacific boats calling-regu-
larly and earrying away thousands of
tons of freight brought here from i1
parts of the United States

On tHe |

the name the city has had this year, and
it is to be fondly hoped that it will be
the last.

There is about a foot of snow at Dun-
cans, in fact ‘all along the E. & N. line
it is said to be coming down steadily.
The Mainland is receiving a like allow=
ance from the weather commodity box,
and communicatien to the East is im-
paired owing to the condition of the
wires,

FPays the Coast a Visit,
Where did this storm come from?

N. Salisbury, of the United States wea-
ther bureau, sat at his desk with his hat
on this morning, and a muffler and
gloves were within easy reach when a
reporter for the Times went to the office
to reproach him for what the elements

were doing.

“‘1 don’t like it any better than you,’
said Mr. Salisbury, who shivered as he
turned to the reporter, ‘but this comes
from British Columbia and Alberta, and
that country is ouf of my jurisdiction.
It might just as well have been a warm
well-ordered rain as this winter storm.
The trouble is they have been having a

station in anticipation of high winds. So

far the wind has reached a velocity of
about 30 miles an hour, and it is prob-
able that the maximum will be between
that and 35 miles.””

A reporter from this paper called on the
meteorological office in the post office
on Wednesday, but found Messrs: Reed
ard Denison, the officials there, more
comfortable thsn Mr. Salisbury is re-
ported to have been. It wasn't neces-
sary for them to keep their hats on or
their gloves and mufflers within easy
reach, for their office is a model of
warmth and genuine comfort.
