MAISE BOUNDARY.
Mr. Hume begged to ask whether her Majesty's
| government were now able to state in what condi-
| tion the negociations respecting the Maine Boun-
dary were?

Lord J. Russell said, I have some doubt how far
it is consistent s2ith my duty to answer the question
which the lwp. gentleman has just put to me, bt
as, no doubt, there is considerable anxiety upon the
subject, and as papers‘upon the subject have been
published in the United States, I think it would be |
| desirable to give a general ontline of the state in
which the question at present stands between the
United States and this country relative to the Main
boundary. (Hear, hear.) The house will recol-
leet that I stated on a former occasion that there
were two very distinct questions to be determined,
the one wasthe general guestion of the boundary,
arising out of the treaty of 1783 and the treaty of
Ghent, and the other was with respect to the inter
pretation of the agreement for the sake of preserv-
ing jurisdiction und possession undisturbed by the
two parties made in the course of the spring of 1839
With respect to the former part of the subjeet,
a proposition wae made by my noble friend
the Secretary for Foreign allairs, in the name
of the government, last year, and the reply to
that was a counter, proposition of a totally ditferent
nature made by the government of the United States.
At the same time conapissioners were appointed by
the government of Great Britain, who surveyed i
part of the disputed territory, and arrived in this
cointry in Jannary lngt.  Their report was receiv-
ed only a faw days ago : it containg matter of very
considerable importance, and is now under the con-
sideration of the government, and an answer will
be immediately returned to the last proposition
made by the government of the United States, in-
forming them how far we can full in with the pro-
position they hnve made with the view of bringing
this, which is the great gquestion at issne, to an ami-
| cable and conclusive termination. Thatis the on-
Iy answer I ean give at present upon thot branch of

fortunate that it is upon that gquestion, that the re-
cant diffienlties have- arisen. It is certainly most
unfortunate that thers should have been this dis-
agreement, not only upon the general question, but
aleo npon the agreements entered into between Sir
J. Harvey and General Scott—It is, I repeat, most
unfortunate that that agreement shonld also be the
subjoct of difference and disagreement between the
two conntries. 1 think it necessary to inform the
house of one or two points upon which both the Go-
vernor of New Branswick and the Governor-Ge-
neral of North America, as also.the Commander of
the Forces, thonght the spirit of thag agreement was
not [ulfilled on the part of the American govern.
ment.  The agreement proposed by General Scott,
and agreed to by the governor o' Maine, was that
Grent Briain should continue for the present to
hold the valley of Upper 8t. John, and Maine that
of the Aroostook, without it being conceded that
the right was in either. The agreement was in
these words :—** And that he is willing in the mean
time to have the qnestions ol possession and juris-
| diction as they at present stand ; that is Great Bri-
| tain holding. in fact, possession of a part of the said
| territory, and the government of Maine denying

the State of Maina. However. according to the
last ncconnts received from that conntry, it does not
appear that Maine entertains any intention of going
beyond what she has hitherte done. [ have been
given to understand that ench is the opinion enter-
tained jon this subject by those on the spot, and |
believe'that it is also the opinion of the Governor
of New Branswick that the two parties will remain
in their present_position, and that there is—I will
not say no possibility, but certainly no probability,
of any collision taking place between the adverse
parties, (Hear, hear, hear.) Sueh being the state
of affwivs, it appeared to me to be my duty 1o write
to the Governor of British America, and to the Com-
mander of the Forces m that country, to state my
opinion that it would be exceedingly desirable, if
any ambiguity existed in the instrument agreed up-
on between the Governor of New Brunswick and
the Governor of Maine, in order to avoid any chance
of collision between the adverse partigs, thag-the
geographical position at present occupiéd by each
party should be distinctly ascertained, and made
the foundation of a fresh agreement. Governor
Thomson coincided with me in opinion on this peint,
and in obedience 10 my wishes he sent to the Ame-
rican government to make such a proposal, adding,
which is a matter of great importance, and of which
I entirely approve, a proposition that commission-
ers should be appointed on each side to see that
such agreement shonld be fuirly carried into effect.
Such iw an ontline of the state of affairs at present
between the two conntries. No doubt it ymplies
that differences of an unpleasant nature have occur
red between the two countries on this qnestion of
the boundary, but when I consider how tnueh both
countries are interested in the preservution of the
peace—(hear, and cheers)—the great responsibility
that will be incarredd by whiche country shall
have unnecessarily reconrse to hostilities (cheers,)
I trast and believe that peace will not be interrop-
ted, but that the whole will end ina formal and
amicable settlement of all existing differences.
(Cheers.)
CANADA GOVERNMENT RILL,

Lord John Russell said, that looking to
the precedents having any analogy to the
bill for the government of Canada, -it ap-
peared to him, that -although there were
no precedents bearing exactly upon the
point in question, yet that the general spi-
rit of those cases which the most nearly
resembled it, rendered it necessary to ob-
tain the vote of a committee of the whole
house on the subject before the house
could agree to the clause relating to the
civil list, and to the appropriation of
revenue for forming such civil list,.—
Under - these circumstances, he would
move that'the house do resolve itself into
a committee of the whole house on Mon-
day se’nnight, for the purpose of consi-
dering the clause of the bill relating to
the charge of the civil government of Up-
per and Lower Canada.~-Agreed to.
