If trees are carefuily praned in winter
they will make a long, vigorous growtn
the next season, while praning in sum-
mer has & strong tendency to check
growth. Good growers olaim that good
iruit as to s1z3 and qaslity cannot read-
ily be secured without vigorous and
bea/thy folisge, and any plan of manage-
ment Or treatment that ipjares the
folisge diminishes the sise of the fruit
as well as injares the quality.

It may be said, howaver, that there
are excepti ms to this rule, and thet is
when the trees are growing in a rich,
strong soil there wgl be s tendancy to
grow 0o much wood at the expense of
of fraitfalness. Bat pruningshould not
be done hap-bazard. Do not cut off &
limb or branch without a good reason
forit. Bitply cutting off a lot,of limbs
aad brancnes is not praniog in the pro-
per manner. Exwemes either way
sbonld be avolded.

Some pruning is positively necessary,
white too much is unquestionably in-
jarious. It is very diffiult to give any-
thiog like specific rules, as the form,
growth, thrift and condfiion of the tree
mast always be consid-red. 8) faras is
poasible with fruit trees at least & low
spreading growth is hest, especially
when in planting suffisient numbers
room bas been given the tree to admit
of this. A
| Witn a little care a favorable time
oan be selected during the winter for
doing the work, and that without iater-
fering with other necessary work. Taere
are two advantages in this, one in doing
the w vk when the other farm work is
not pressing and time oaa be spared for
gathering up and burnfng the brash.
With frait trees at least this s :onid al-
ways be done in order to desteoy inseots,
p’lll or diseases they may be infested
with,

Oae rale oan always be followed atall
times and under all conditions, ani that
is all diseased, decaying or dead wood
oan be cut out with benefit to the tree,
but beyond this the jadgment muast be
the guide.

Saur o8 Laxp.—Although it is an
excellent practice to pat salt regulaciy
and frealy on the manare heap, this is
not suffi dent for dry and light solls, so
that aboat two owt. of selt shoald be
applied with each oartloadiof manure;
bat it is generally agreed that the best
time to apply salt is just before the land
is broken up, when it gets ploughed in
and thoroughly incorporated with the
soll and sabsoil. Foe all produce, salt
has been found more or less benefioial
acoording to the condition of the eoil.
If noxious insects, slugs and weeds have
been troablesoms, if the wsoil is
light, frisble, peaty or marly, requiclog
moisture, salt is nadogbledly the best
fertilizer to be got, and five ows. per
sore may be nsed with great advantage;
but npoa stiff, heavy wet land it'should
be w more m derately, only
when the land s broken up. It has re-
cently been proved that whest, oats,
barley and rye have been considerably
improved by salt dressings, as it not
oaly strengthens the straw and increases
the yleld, but protects the grain from
atlacks of mildew, etc. —Mark Lane Ex
press.

Boarsups A3 MANURE.— These suds
are not injurious to trees, but of real
value for the potash or soda of the soap
and the matter which is washed from
the skin and clothing. Tae skin wears
qaite fast, and the soap dissolves the
exfoliated soales from it, as well as some
other animsl mstter & nitrogencus
charscter, Tbis soon decomposes and
evolves ammonia, as snyone may gdis-
cover by the odor of the waste of the
washtubs if it is kept a few days in the
warm weather, Amooia is one of the
most valuable of all ferti izers. If this
waste of the household is gatherad in
any 'convenient receptable and desdor-
iz by masns of plaster added to it, or
by the addition of some sulphate of iron
dissolved in it, it will make the bes
liquid fertilizer for flowsrs. o

eatment of a burned surface is not so
well known. First, remove any clothivg
from the part gently, but firmly, Per-
haps under water is the best plan, and
advised by some pbysicians. This
can be done efther by immersion in &
basig or bath-tub, or by gently irrigat.
ing the part with tepid water. If tie
wound is merely superficial snd amounts
to only a painfal reddening of the skin,
this may be treated efther b{ repeated
applications of cold water or by & solu-
tion made with bi-carbonate of sods,
which is always in every household.
After the g:xu oeases, shield the part
from the air by dusting on flour and
wrapping in cotton batting, or by
paiotng the surfase with tne white
of an egg, adding coat to coat, as
each one dries spplying snother.
Tne batting and flour should not be
used whers the skin is broken, for it
would adhere to the wounded surface
and be painful and difficult to removs.
Nice and simple dressings in a wound
of that kind are olive oil or carron oii
(eqaal parts of linseed oil aad lime
water), or vaseline mixed with starch.
When dressing the delicate, granalat:
ing surface of a wound during healing,
grest care should be taken to keep the
gsrt cleaq, and the old dressing should
e very gently removed.

Barns caused by stroog acids mnst be
treated in the same manner; but first
nentralise the acid and prevent farther
burning by applylag s weak solation of
ammonia, or of bi-carbonate soda. In
oases of severe barns the shock to the
system is very g:ut, and the patient
should be pat to bad at once and warmith
applied the body. Mild stimalants
mav bo given, such as steong tea or
ooffse. Oaethird of the body eyen
superficially burned, will oftea cinse
death from shock. Oplum is sometimes
asad to relieve tae pain.

In cases of fainting, which is often
due to apeuis of tha brala acd the
blood gathering in the abiomen, lower
the head and sievate tae abdomsn, and
give plenty of fresh air.

For convalsions in children, pat the
child in a warm baih for n) longar than
filteen minutes, and weap in & warm
blanket and apply mastard to she body ;
and if dae to ladigestion, as isofien t{e
owse, give him a dose of wine of ipeoas,
tickle the twroat, and in some way Ft)
dace vonlidag. If there is a previons
history of discrams, the ohild may be
given a couple of teaspoonfals of castor
ofl, or an injsction of warm sosp and
water.
