U.S. Board of General Ap-
praisers Hold Canadian
Company Liable for Oats
Not Properly Entered.

New York, June 8—The Canadian
Pacific Rallway Company has been de-
feated in an action brought before the
Board of United States General Ap
praisers, in which objection was made
to the assessment of duty on oats al-
leged by the railroad company to be
in transit between this country and
Canada and not for entry into the
commerce of the United States.
