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IV.-MINISTERIAL EDUCATION FUND.
Students who have the Christian Ministry in view and are 

approved by the churches of which they are members may, in 
case assistance is needed, receive an annual appropriation 
from the Board of Ministerial Education.

The financial year of the Univefsity dates from the first of 
August.

The Academic year of the University opens on the Wednes­
day nearest the first of October and ends on the first Wednesday 
in June.

In April of each year occurs an Elocutionary Recital, in 
which all the members of the Sophomore Class take part. A 
record is kept to indicate the excellence of the respective mem­
bers of the class in this exercise.

The J unior Exhibition is held in December, at which time 
orations prepared by members of the Class are delivered in a 
public assembly.

On the first Wednesday in June the anniversary of the Col­
lege is commemorated, at which time the ceremonies connected 
with the graduation of students and the conferring of degrees 
are observed by the Authorities of the University.
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
