THE REPUBLIC'S TRIUMPH,

The Temps vays ;—**The Republlc comea
out of the battle ia trfumph, Not only have
the united efforts of the allied reactionaries
falled to destroy, but they have mot even
ahsken it. Republicanlsm, far from loslng,
has gainod ground, and thia ta the result of
the popular vote for which the allied enemies
of the Republic have so leng clamored,”

The Opposition journals expect the minor-
ity will number 225, while the Government
papers claim it will not exceed 200. The re-
sult of the election made a favorable lmpres-
slon on the Bourse.

Countirg the destroyed vating papers, the
Boulanglsts polied 300,000 votes in the Seioe
distrlot, againat thelr opponenta’ 226,000, but
the Republioan vote showa an Inareave ot 97,-
066 compared with the voteln January. The
revisory committae will sit Thursday next te
declde whether Boulanger shall be declared
elected or whether another ballot is necessary
in Menimarte.

Allthe members of the Cabinet have re-
turned to Parls.. A minlsterlal council, pra-
slded over by President Oarnot, will be held
te morrow, The new Cbhamber of Deputies
will be summoned to meet In November, It
in now esiimated the supporters of the Gov-
ernment Wil cemprise 300 moderats Re-
publioans and 65 members of the Left,

M. Herve has gone to Richmond, Eng-
land, te confer with the Couns of Paris.
MM, Laguerre and Naquet have gone to
London to meet General Boulanger. The
Chamber ls certain to annul the elections of
General Boulanger and Connt Dillion. In
order to ssoure the election of the Repnb-
lloan oandidates, whereas poasible In the
second ballots In the districta In which the
Rupuablicans ran on Socuday, the coe who
recelved the smaller pumber of votes will
retire in favor of the ome who pelled the
greater number,

BOULANGER STILL HaAY MOPES,

LoNpoN, September 24 —In an interview
to-day, General Boulaoger sald he bad no
hope of his party having a majority In the
new Chambor of Daputies. He bad not how-
ever, lost faith in the fature, The Govern-
ment had everywhere stolen votes with raven-
like characteristios., The Republican msjor-
ity would prove upmanageable, and the
country wouid@ soon be caliing him to pawer.

The Parls correspendent of the Loodon
7 imes says the Chamber will annul tha eles-
tion of Boulanger by a swoeplog majority.
Leon Ssy seems deatined for the grand task
of conclliatlng and of colleoting the govern-
able elemsnts Into a compnot msjority. The
proposal for a revislon of the constituticn may
lead to a close majority, but It is almost
certain to be rejacted.

Roug, September, 24.—The 7'ribuno and
Capitalo regard the result of the French eleo-
tions as a victory fer the Republio,

The Diritto remarks upon the number of
oitlzens who abatained from voting and it
coneiders the result Indeoinive.

The Fanfalla and the Opinione hold that
the electione show an increare of strength
on the part of the Boulangists, and the

OARDINAL LAVIGERIRE

On Crispl the Premtor of Italy.

The oardinal oonelders that Franoe is the
nation most deveted to the admirable work—
the redemption of the hundreds of thonsands
of souls condemned to alavery In Alrioa.
Germany, England and Italy promise thelr
assistance and will give it, but i a commer-.
oial and egotlatlo way. **Nowhere else but
in Franve have I found that spontaneons
impetus and that genmerosity, impudent but
devold ef after-thought. Portugal is lkewlso
very devold.”

The nation which unhappily owes Its pre-
senat condition of exlstence to France, that iu
to say Italy, Iy now France's bittereat enemy.
Oardinal Lavigerle, speaking of the insuffer-
ably haughty FPremier of that country,
Signor Orispl, says tha Iatter regards the car-
dinal as an incarnate hater of Italisns, ¢Hoe
cslumniates me on all aldes,” sald His
Emioencs, *Thus, it appears that I burned
the Itallen chursh of Tanie, Fire had, in
faot, brokeout in that church and the priests,
all Italians, had fled, forgetting the Blessed
Saorament, My French priests went In to
snsatoh It from the flames, A vault even fell
In just behind them. I have had the churoh
rebullt afterwards at my own expense,

*But that is not all. I have been accuaed
of having expelled an Italisn bisbop from hia
diocese and of having left him to die of
hunger. Now, this bishop, when I arrived
o Tonis, had already retired. He was dying
of hunger, It is true, but on account of the
heedlsianess of the Irallany, And I persen.
ally bastowed upon him an annua] pension of
6,000 francs.

¢ Orispl exsorates me becamss Iam a
Frenochman, Recently, I preached at Milan
in favor of my work. I finlshed my disosnrse
in these worda: ¢ An anolent custom of our.

of next January—that Is to aay,a sum of$80,-
000. Conslderlog the character of the mar,
and the nature of the werk he has In baud, it
s not likely that Christian charity will bo
duaf *o his appeal.—P. J. Counellan tn Bos
ton Pilot.

A few dsys before hie
death, the sores begsn to dry up, when he
remarked : °* Now tndeed I know that my
end ls uesr ; and se it proved. It i» uenal
before death for the disease to leave the ex-
terior and concentrate en some internal vital

art. As you surmieed, In our dear Father

amien’s case It settled in the lunge, whioh
camsed him great diffioulty In breathing and
taking nourhtbment. At the risk of trespaes-
Ing on youor time aud patiencs, I will mention
s remarkable Incldent which happened the
day before bisdeath, Being in his full and
perfect and senses, he sald to me : * Tnere are
two personr who are conatsntly w.th me ;
one Is there,’ polnting to’ the head of his bed,
¢ and the other there,’ pointing te the foot.
I regrot very much not having asked who
they were. I shall nevor forget the midnighe
posne which every night took place, from his
first belng contined to his_bed, till bia dest™,
A little after he heard the olook atrike
eleven, be would remind me It was
time to commence the prayers preparatory
for Holy Commuslon, which hefollowed wlith
the fervour of the saint that he was. At abont
a quarter to twelve { was aconstomed to csll
Father Cenrardy, who procesded to the
ohuroh for the Blessed Ssorament, I going
before with a lighted lanthorn, untll we
reached Father Damien’s bedside, He re-
ooived us with the fervour of s seraph. This
golemn and Impremive scene was witnessed
nightly by us two poor mortals snd_by my-
risds of angels, until that lsst midnight on
the 15th of April, when his hsrolc soul, a few
short hours after reclving theSaorament, waa
borne by angel winge to the Ihrone of the
Most High, te huar from lips Divine thas
weloome—* Well done, thou good and faith-
fal servant, bocsmse thou han been faithfal
over a faw things,I will place thea over many;
enter thou into the joy of the Lord,' He had
fuil conscionanese up to withln a few houre of
hia death, and even then, #s 1 held the candla
in his hand, I could percelve that he
was Inwardly consclous. It waa truly affeat-
Ing to see how attached the people snd chfld-
ren wera to him ; they besieged bis honse
night and day, and could with difficnlty be
kept from the slck-room. The evening before
bis death he took leave of all, impartiag his
blessing esprolaily to the ohildren. At bis
requeat we buried him under his old Paballa
tree, whlch sheltered him eixteen years ago
when se yet he had no other shelter. He
charged me espocially with care of hix grave,
which I have decorated with ﬁowern, and ever
greens from his own little gerden.’

The Holy Bible.

No less than soventy editions of the entire
Bible, ne Cathollca possess it, had been
printed and published in the vernacular
tongues before the “Reformatlon,” and with
the manction of tho Holy See. A full version
in Latin was printed in Metz in I445,
seventy-seven years hefore Lauther's Bible
apposred. Latin verslona of the sntlre Bible
weroe rapldly published as follows : At Ham-
burg in 1461, st Rome In I471, at Lycns in
1471, at Venice and Naplea in 1477, in Bo-
hemis In 1488, in Eogland In 1535, in Ice-
jand in 1551, in Portogal in 1533, and In
Ruseia in 1581, The earlleat versiens in
Italian were published simnltaneonsly ut
Rome and Venice. These paesed through ro
less than thicteen different editions duaring
the next forty-two years. These were pub-
lished with the express approbation
of the Holy Office, The earllest
veraion In = German  was printed
in Leipslo In - 1466, mome  seventeen
years betore Luther was born ; others fellow-
od se rapldly that there had been at least
twenty different editions published in Ger-
man before the heretic saw the light. The
first complete tranalation ipto French was
that of Des Houllas, putlished at Lyons and
Parls in 1378. “In tho English langusge there
is & complete tranalation dated 1220, and in
Flemish one written in 1210, and printed in
1675. Oar present Eoplish version s a
tranalation from the Latin Vulgate,which wae
rendered from the original Hebrew and
Greek by St. Jerome towarda the olote of the
fourth century. It is the best and the moat
perfeot of all verrions now extant. The King
James version, which is ueed by Pro-
testanta, Is not only defective but abounds in
groas perversions of the eriglonal text in
matters affecting dootrine,

An ¢ld borseman gives the Western Rural
his method of tralning horses to stand with.
out belng tled . After young horses have ance
becems bridlewlse, I firat endeavor to teach
them the meaning of every werd Isay to
them, Thisis not a diffoult matter, provid.
od teo many worda are not used at onoe. The
first atep Is to adops some word at the soucd
of which they are to understand they mut
stop. Words that are eaiy to speak and
which can bs made smphatic should be
chosen, such as *t ho,” ** whoa,” eto., and

every tlme the word fs uied the borse tu
which it is spoken should bs made to obey It
fuily. Carclossaess In regard to this matter

wiil do more to undo what hae been tanght
than anything else.

When a heree fully understands the mesn.
ing of the word whish you uee when you whh
bim to stop and stand still, the greatsr part
of the work le acoomplished. Hathen can be
truated with eafety while you leave him a
short time, Take no rluk, and to make the
work more effective, it la & good plan for two
to get Into a vahicle to which a harse {a hitch-
ed, and having atopped after a ahort drive
one should get out and leave him for a short
distance. Should the horte thec start tbe
ono la the vehlcle can draw the lines ndden-
ly and thus prevent hls gettlag away.

MIXING FEED FOR UQRSES,

Mixing feed fov horses, saya the Na!isnal
Stockman and Furmer, I becomlng more ex-
tensively practiced every year, Summer
feeding by many la not what le was at one
time. Whole graln is seldom fed in the
stables of large corporations where many
horees are kept. Companies which nuo large
numbore of horses know thae necessity of cur-
taillog exypenses by adopting the ecanamic
mothods of feedlng, and as the grinding and
mixing of feeds in cortain proportiona ie
practiced almost uolversally by such com-
poanles,ftisconolarlveevidenco that it payswell
to do it. If It paye well in onoe instance it will
fo anethor, and farmura who have given the
matter no thought should begin to inveati-
ate,

8 Thaorough maatication is necosaary In order
that the best resulta be obtained In feeding,
and lufeeding wholo grain thia ls not lusured.
Espeolally is this srae In regard o feeding
corn and oats, the dropplngs of horsees show-
log soruetimes a large proportion pamsiog
through the atomach and bowels withous the
gralas being broken, snd in such casex there
1s no poseible chance for any nourtshment t-
be derived from all the grain fed.

WiINTER DAIRYING,

The common custom vesed to be among
dalrymen to have the cowa drop their calvea
fn theearly apring. Then the cows, which
were at the barn, conld be attended to with
far laas troubls than If they wers runoing to
pastare. VWhat farmer has not traveled alt
over a pasture, perhaps In the night, and
found a cow and call In some secluded piace,
very difficalt ef access, glving bim Infinite
trouble fn getting them to thebarn? Next
comen the taak of weaning the cow from tre
calf, How many cowa and helfura have be-
come unruly by coming to the barn alter their
calves, wecks aftar the latter were dead ?
The trouble of thus oaring for a dalry of
twenty or more cows would be a serlous atiair
Indeed,

Calver that are to be ralsed and kept s«
stock should be dropped in early epring. A
fall calf will bardly pay for raislng. Every
furmer has & quantity of coarse fodder, more
or Jess,and If the cows are dry through the
wintor it will do to feed it to them with &
supplement of hay. Such cows will winter
all right without graln, Cows that are milk-
ed through the winter are generally thin in
flash, and give much less milk through the
summer thaa If they ooms in the spring.

It la a question whether a cow will not
make more butter, and better quality, tnat
goea dry three months In the winterand drope
her calf in the spring and without grain feed-
Ing, than ome that Is milked throngh the
winter and fed six quarts of cora meal dally,
or ita egulvalent, bsfors golag te pasture.
Graln a cow through the winter and eisp
when she goes to pueture, and she will atep
profitablo production, True, butter sells a
little higher In the wlnter than through the
suammer, but 1f batter runa low in price dur-
Ing warm weather, put it In cold storage, and
it will keep If it is made right,

Taking Into account the expense of feed-
Ing so much grain and the troable of mitking
in cold weather, and the extra expense ot
muking the batter lu cold weather, the prob-
lem of wintor dairying Is Bolved so far an the
avorage farmer is concernsd. We are told
that Joly and August sre poor monthe for
that reason. But it has been proved that oy
using the modern {mpramente for cooling the
milk and cream good butter cam be madw
even o the sultry days of July and Auogust.

Give me the heat of summer rather than
the cold of winter to contend with in makieg
good butter. The cows ought te have from
two to three months' reat, und the winter
sesms to be the best time, all things takeo
into ncconnt, for that rast. The milkers and
buktermakers ory out *‘Give mea rest,” I
have no experience in solling, hence of that
practice I have nothlng to say.—dmerican
Cultivator.

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TO BTAMP OUT MORMONISM.

Nweeplug Condemnation by a Congresstonal
Commisston.

WARHINGTON, September 27.—The report of
the Utah commission has just been received.
Since September 1, 1888, there have been 1n
Utah 357 convictions for bigamy, adultery, and
unlawfal cohabitation. Thase who are convio-
ved of palggamy_ regard themeaelves, and are o
regarded by their'frieude, as martyrs, and shink
it 18 no disgrace $o be send to penitentiary. The
comrission, iu view of tha present condition of
the territory es regards polygamy, does not bhink
Utah ehould be admitted as a atate, Should iy
he, the commigsioner enys :—** It would not be
long before the Gentile element, with its ad-
vagced civilization,its trade and its trafe, would
be driven from the territory. and the Mormon
theocracy be made supreme.”

The commissioner, among other shings, re-
commends that juriadiction for all polygameus
apd erxual offences within the territory be con-
ferred on district courts ; that imprisonmens for
upnlawful cohabitation be sxtended to at least
two yoars for the first and three years for the
sectnd offence ; that it he made & penal offance
for noy women to enter iatu the marriage rela-
tion with suy man knowing him to have a wile
livivg undivorced, coupled, howaver, with the
provikion that in caser whrre a polygamous wile
1s called @8 & witnese against the husband her
teavimony could nob be used in any prosecution
againat her, and a like provision as to the
husband, that any person who refuses to take
an oath that he or she is mot living with
more than one husband or wifs shall ba exclud-
od from making » settlament vpon public lands ;
that the emigration of persunas claiming shad
their religion joatifiea polygs .y be prohihited ;
that the constitudion be amanded to f rever
prohibit polygamy ; thay Congress has 'aws for
the governm-nt of the public echuols in Utah ;
that, when the result of the eleventh census iz
known, the territory be re-districted for legiela-
tive purposes,

PUNISH THE WOMAN, TGO.

The commission believes the limitation in
prosecutions for pclygamy and bigamy should
be extended, and to the sentence of hard labor
should be added ‘' that their confinemens ma
nod be apent in idleness and glorification of their
supposed martyrdom,” The commiessjon has no
doubb that punishment of the woman for volun-
tarlly enl-ering into the polygamons relation
would do much to lessen her zeal for the pecu-
liar inatitution and thus tend to remove one of
its atrongest’ ulwarks,

In regard to_prohibiting immigration, the re-
porb eays : ‘* While we forbid the immigration
of the non-proselyting, peaceloving, docils
Chinaman because we fear a future danger from
his coming ; while we forhid the landing on our
shores of ¢ontract laborers because they cheapen
the wages of the American.born citizene, and
paupers because they become a burden, there is
tar greater reason for cloning our doors se & na-
tion and furbiddiog citizenship to the hoardes
who are brought here to swell the ranks of an
organized body which teaches them in advance
to hate cur Government, denominates its exe-
cutives, law-makers and judges as prosacutors,
and instills into every mind vhe constant teach-
ing that tl.2ir pretendsd revelations are more
binding than the highest and beast laws of the
land, and that resistance to such laws is a virtue
sod a rendering of obadienos to God.”
- The commussion says Congress should take no
backward or even wavaring atep in the enforce-
meaub of the Jaws against polygamy.
